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Knowledge and Attitude of Nursing students towards AIDS
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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to identify knowledge and attitute of nursing
students towards AIDS and compare the relationships between knowledge and atiitute of
nursing students towards AIDS. Samples comprised of 225 nursing students in the third
year and the fourth year from faculty of nursing, Prince of Songkla University, They were
studying in 1996, Questionnaires were designed to investigate knowledge and attitude
towards AIDS. The realiability of the questionnaires were 0.97 and 0.88 respectively.
Data were analyzed by statistical methods involved percent, mean, standard diviation, t-
test and Pearson’s Product Moment Correlation Coefficient.

The research findings were as follow :

1. There were nursing students in the third year 46.7 percents and the fourth year
53.3 percents. Nursing students who had expereince with caring AIDS infection patient,
AIDS patient were 40.0, 26.7 percents respectively.

2. Most of the third year and the fourth year nursing students had high level of
knowledge €4.76, 64.16 percents respectively. Most of the experienced and the
inexperienced nursing students with caring AIDS patients had high level of knowiedge
70.00, 63.64 percents respectively. _

3. There were no significant difference in knowledge between the third and the
fourth year nursing studenis, between ihe experienced and the inexperienced nursing
students at the .05 level.

4. Most of the third year and the fourth year nursing students had good level of
attitute §1.90, B80.00 percents respectively. Most of the experienced and the
inexperienced nursing students had good level of attitute 28.33, 63.64 percents
respectively.

3. There were no significant difference in aftitude between the third and the fourth
year nursing students, between the experienced and the inexperienced nursing students at
the .05 level.

6. There were no significant correlaticn between knowledge and attitute in the third
year nursing students, the fourth year nursing students, the experienced nursing students
and the inexperienced nursing students at the 0.5 level.

7. The third year and the fourth year nursing students required more AIDS

knowledge from clinical practice 76.19, 81.66 percents respectively.
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
