Guidelines for Choosing Texts

This checklist may be useful. Take a critical look at the texts you currently use for comprehension
work: do they fulfil these criteria?
1. Will the text do one or more of these things?

a Tell the students things they don’t already know.

b Introduce them to new and relevant ideas. Make them think about things they
haven’t thought of before.

¢ Help them understand the way others feel or think (eg people with different
backgrounds, problems or attitudes from their own).

d Make them want to read for themselves {to continue a story, find out more
about a subject, and so on).

2. Does the text challenge the students’ intelligence without making nnreasonable demands
on their knowledge of the langusge? (It is not necessary to express trivial thoughts just
because you are restricted to simple language.)

Presentation of Questions

Open-ended, multiple choice or true/false

Open-ended guestions are questions that students can give any response that he considers suitable.
These questions are applied particularly to the wh-and how/why forms since they offer the greatest
scope for the responder. For example:

Why does the trout swim upstream?
Mauitiple choice questions (MCQ), the student has to choose from a set of possible responses.
For example:

What happened to the trout?
a) It was caught.
b) It escaped down the stream.
¢} The fisherman had it for supper.
d) It hit under a black stone.

MCQ can be very effective, but they are the most difficult type to write because every choice has to
be reasonable.

True/False questions present a statement; the student has to decide if it is truc or false according to
the text. For example;

The trout was caught by the fisherman. True/False



The True/False question is in some respects the most limited, but it can be useful.

True/False questions can promote discussion; more choices make discussion more interesting.

Between 1977 and 1981, three groups of American women, numbering 27 in
all, between the ages of 35 and 65, were given month-long tests to determine how they
would respond to conditions resembling those aboard the space shuttle.

Though carefully selected from among many applicants, the women were
volunteers and pay was barely above the minimum wage. They were not allowed to
smoke or drink alcohol during the tests and they were expected to tolerate each others’
company at close quarters for the entire period. Among other things, they had to stand
pressure three times the force of gravity and carry out both physical and mental tasks
while exhausted from strenuous physical exercise. At the end of ten days, they had to
spend a further twenty days absolutely confined to bed, during which time they suffered
backaches and other discomforts, and when they were finally aliowed up, the more
physically active women were especially subject to pains due to a slight calcium loss.

Results of the tests suggest that women will have significant advantages over
men in space.

Every culture has its own unwritten list of behavior that is acceptable. Every
society also has its taboos, or types of behavior that are considered a

violation of good manners." If you travel to another country, on business or
vacation, it is helpful to feam some of that country’s customs so that you

don’t insult the local peopie. s

The word taboo comes from the Tongan? language and is used in modern
English to describe verbal® and nonverbal behdvior that is forbidden or to be
avoided. In spite of what some may think, taboos are not universal;* they

tend to be specific to a culture or country, and usually form around a

group’s values and beliefs. Therefore, what is considered acceptable behavior 1o
in one country may be a serious taboo in another.

Verbal taboos usually involve topics that people believe are too private to

talk about publicly, or relate to one’s manner of speaking. In many cultures,

for example, it is considered bad manners and is often offensive to discuss
subjects such as sex or religion in public. In some countries, the volume of s
one’s voice may offend people. In Japan, for example, people tend to be

more soft-spoken, and might think that someone who is speaking or

laughing loudly is rude or aggressive.

Nonverbal taboos usually relate to body language. For example, one of the
biggest differences among many Western, Asian, and African cultures is the »
use of eye contact. In the U.S., people make gye contact’ when they talk to
others. If a person avoids eye contact, others might think they are being
dishonest or that they lack confidence. If two people are having a
conversation and the listener is not making eye contact, the speaker may

think that the listener is not interested. In many Asian cultures, however, »
making direct eye contact with someone is often considered bold or
aggressive. In many African cultures, making direct eye contact with an
older person or a person of higher social rank or status is considered rude
and disrespectful. In many Asian and African cultures, children are taught to
lower their eyes when talking to their elders, or those of higher rank, as a ”f
way to show respect.

Certain actions, especially with the hands and feet, can cause offense in
many cultures. In Thailand, as in most other Buddhist cultures in Asia,
touching a person on the head is considered very insulting because the head J
is the highest, and therefore considered the most important, part of the »
body. As the feet are the lowest, pointing at someone with one of your feet,
or showing the soles of your feet to someone, is considered insulting in
many Asian countries.
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Certain gestures’ made with the hands can have very different meanings
« depending on the country you are in. Crossing your middle finger over your
forefinger® is the sign for good luck in many western countries; in Vietnam
and Argentina, however, it is an obscene gesture. Making a V sign with the
forefinger and middle finger, with the palm of your hand turned toward
your body, is often used to mean a quantity of two. However, in the UK.
s and Australia, this gesture is obscene. Also, in some Asian countries, moving
your hands a lot while talking, or ‘talking with your hands,” is considered
unseemly.

Behavior that is acceptable and non-offensive in one culture can be highly
offensive in another. When visiting a foreign country, be aware of some of
s the basic differences, as this will help to ensure a more enjoyable trip.

Internet Rescue

Jerri Nielsen, a physician from Ohio, has the Internet to thank for
saving her life. When she accepted a job in Antarctica as the only
doctor at the Amundsen-Scotr South Pole Station, she could never have
anticipated how technology would help her.

Anrarctica is the most isolared place on earth. Every year, scientists
from all over the world travel there to work in conditions of extreme
cold, with temperatures reaching minus 100 degrees Fahrenheit. In
addirion to being cold, the atmosphere is extremely dry and windy.

Between February and October each year it
gets so cold that parts of the continent are
inaccessible. Around the middle of the
continent, near the South Pole Station, the
cold weather causes plane fuel to change
consistency,' making it impossible for aircraft
to land. Thus, between February and
October, the team of researchers at the
station must live together in isolation.

Numerous research stations exist on
Antarctica, and staff may need medical
treatment for anything from a cold to a bad cut. The extreme cold,
wind, and dryness of the Antarctic environment can also cause many
ailments. Hence, at each of the research stations, a doctor must be on
call twenty-four hours a day, seven days a week. When Jerri Nielsen
saw an ad in a medical journal for doctors to work at the U.S.
Antarctic research base, she was interested. She applied for the job,
talked things over with her family, and decided to go. By November
1998, Jerri was settling into her new home for the year—an orange
metal shack in Antarctica, which also doubled as her clinic.

Jerri had previously practiced emergency medicine only in the sterile
confines of a hospital. For the next few months, she experienced a
totally different working environment. She discovered that the weather
played havoc with? conventional treatments—adhesive bandages would
not stick, and wounds took longer to heal. As a result, Jerri found it
necessary to improvise and think of new ways to care for her patients.
Jerri also found herself looking at relationships with her patients in a
new light.> She was the only doctor to a group of forty people, and
unlike in the U.S., her patients became her friends. ‘

In March 1999, a few weeks after the last flight until November had
left the station, Jerri felt a hard lump in her right breast. She kept it
secret from her colleagues, but during the following months the lump
grew in size. In June, she decided to inform her supervisor. Two days
later, after exchanging e-mails with the Denver-based doctor in charge
of the Antarctic medical programs, a colleague helped Jerri perform
initial* tests. Using only ice to numb the area, a needle was inserted into
the lump in an attempt to draw out’® fluid. When no fluid came out,
Jerri knew the lump was cancerous.

Over the next few months, Jerri relied on e-mails from doctors in the
U.S. for medical support, and from her family for moral support.
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Necessary medical supplies and cancer-fighting drugs were successfully
airdropped and Jerri, with the help of her colleagues, began treatment
to fight the disease. On October 16, 1999, seven months after
discovering the lump, Jerri and another ailing colleague were picked up
from the South Pole, and a replacement physician was dropped off.

Jerri had the lump removed back in the U.S. Medical tests showed that .
the cancer had not spread to other parts of her body. Thanks to the |
Internet, Jerri made it home alive and, in 2001, published a book about
her remarkable experience.

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Robotic Surgeons

Images of roboric equipment being used in operating rooms were once
seen only in science-fiction movies. Today, the use of robotic equipment
for certain types of surgery is no longer make-believe—it’s reall

Traditional surgical procedures' require surgeons to make large
incisions in a patient’s body in order to gain access to the internal
organs.? It was once common for heart surgeons, who perform highly
specialized and complex procedures, to make long incisions in a
parient’s chest and then split the breastbone to reach the heart. The
patient then had to recover from the trauma of the surgical treatment,
the split bone, and the large wound created by the incision. Patients
who undergo surgery requiring this kind of invasive procedure are ofren
prone’ to infection,® as bacteria can infect the cut in the skin. In
addition, there is often a lengthy recovery period.

A surgical technique known as ‘keyhole surgery’ has become more J
T

common in recent years. This technique eliminates the need for
surgeons to make large incisions. Instead, a couple of small incisions,
each measuring about one centimeter, are made around the area to be
operated on. Long instruments, which look a bit like chopsticks, are
inserted through the tiny incisions and into the patient’s body. At the
end of these instruments are small tools that resemble standard surgical
tools. A tiny camera, called an endoscope, is also inserted into the body
through one of the incisions. The camera relays an image of what is
happening inside the patient’s body to a large computer monitor, so
doctors are able to see what is. going on, and where to place the rools.

The awkward. part of keyhole surgery is that it is counterintuitive; ifa =
surgeon wants to move the tool to the left, he or she must push it to the
right, and vice versa.

Other advancements in technology are also being used today in the
OR.* A new machine called the da Vinci™ Surgical System has been
tested in hospitals in the U.S. This robotic apparatus® requires that o)
surgeons make three small incisions in the body. Two of the slits are for
instruments; the third is for the endoscope. Unlike keyhole surgery, the
da Vinci™ robot’s moving parts are designed to mimic the natural hand
and wrist movements of a surgeon, thus providing better control and




sensitivity. Sitting at a console a few, feet from a patient, the surgeon
can perform an operation by holding and moving highly sensitive pads
that enable him or her to control the instruments. The area of the body
on which the surgeon is working is magnified’” on a screen, which is
attached to the console. This gives surgeons a realistic three-
dimensional view of the area~—similar to what they would see during a
traditional surgical procedure.

Although the da Vinci™ Surgical System is undergoing trials for some
procedures, it has been hailed as revolutionary by many surgeons.

Parients with serious illnesses must still undergo major surgery, but the
smaller incisions and less invasive procedures typically mean that there

118

is less physical trauma to the body, so a shorter recovery time is needed.
In some cases, the patients’ stay in the hospital has been cut in half
when the da Vinci™ Surgical System was used. On the downside, some
operations have taken up to fifty minutes longer because surgeons are
inexperienced at using the new technology. As surgeons become more
familiar with the machines, the time needed for surgical procedures is ”’I
likely to decrease.

As technologies continue to develop in the medical field, we may find

that robots become a permanent feature of the OR.

1. Types of Paragraphs

A paragraph is a group of sentences that works together to develop a main idea. Paragraphs
are organized differently depending on their purpose. There are three main types of paragraphs in

English: | narrative, descriptivi , and | expository] . A narrative paragraph tells a story mostly

in chronological order. A descriptive paragraph is used to describe what something looks like. For
example, you might need to describe a city for an essay about life abroad, the equipment in an
experiment for a laboratory report. The last type is an expository paragraph. The goal is to ¢xplain
something in many ways. Somc of these are a) comparing things or people, b) showing the steps
in a process, c) analyzing something, d) persuading, or ¢) arguing.

2, Organization of Paragraphs

Basic Organization

Paragraphs have a very specific organizational pattern. By this, it means that all paragraphs
are put together in a similar way and use the same three basic parts: topic sentence, body, and
concluding sentence. When following this pattern, your paragraph will be easy for your reader to
understand. Look at this model paragraph,

This paragraph begins with a sentence that introduces the topic and main idea of
the paragraph. It is called the topic sentence. The middle part of the paragraph is
called the body, and it consists of sentences that explain, or support, the topic
sentence. These sentences are called supporting sentences. The last sentence is
called the conluding sentence, which ends the paragraph by reminding the reader
of the main point of the paragraph.

Paragraphs can stand alone or they can be parts of longer picces of writing, such as
essays. When they stand alone, they almost always consist of these three parts, but
when they are part of a longer picce of writing, there can be many variations in

their style.
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The Topic Sentence

A topic sentence is the most important sentence in a paragraph because it contains the main idea of
the paragraph. A good topic sentence has two parts: the topic and the controlling idea. The topic
is the subject of your paragraph. It is what you are writing about. The controlling ides limits the
topic of your paragraph to the aspect of that topic that you want to explore in your paragraph. Look

at these examples:

1. New York is[ a fun place to be on New Year's Fve. ]

topic controlling idea
2. New York has | great entertainment.
topic controlling idea

3. New York is [ the world's most famous city. ]
topic controlling idea

Each of these topic sentences has the same topic, New York, but a different controlling idea. Each
one would introduce a distinct paragraph with different ideas and information. The possibilities for
writing about New York are practically endless, so this one topic could have many controlling

ideas. Therefore, you could write many different paragraphs about New York.

1t is importand to keep in mind that most academic writing is done to persuade the reader that a
point of view is reasonable. Therefore, another important part of writing topic sentences is to write
a sentence that has a clear point of view. This usually means that the topic sentence contains the
opinion or attitude of the writer. A statement of fact is not an effective topic sentence because there
18 nothing more that can be said about it and, therefore, nothing to write in your paragraph. Look at
these two sentences:

4. Twenty-five people attended the company's Halloween party.

5. The company's Halloween party was a bore, as usual.
Sentence (4) is not an effective topic sentence because it is a fact. It is difficult to write more about

facts because they are either true or false. However, since sentence (5) is an opinion, there is a lot
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the writer could say to convince the reader that the party was a bore. Therefore, it is an acceptable

topic sentence.

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The Concluding Sentence

The concluding sentence of a paragraph is generally a restatement of the topic sentence. It may
not be possible to restate the topic itself, but it is always possible to restate the controlling idea.

How to Carve s Pumpkin

cut out the ¢yes, nose, and mouth with the knife. Put a lighted candle inside the pumpkin, and put
the top back on the pumpkin. Finally, put it in 2 window after dark on Halloween night, Once you

know how to carve a pumpkin, you can amuse your trick-or-treaters this year and every year.

Model Paragraph 5

Celebrating the New Year
The new year is celebrated throughout the world at many different times, based on the
solar or lunar calendar. January 1 is recognized throughout the world as the beginning of the new
year, but this date is the beginning of the Christian year based on the Gregorian solar calendar. The
Jewish new year is called Rosh Hashanah and is celebrated in September or October even though

the Hebrew calendar is lunar. The Chinese new year, called Tet in Vietnam, follows a lunar
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calendar and comes on a day between January 10 and February 19 according to the solar calendar.
Islam also uses a Lunar calendar. Its new year celebration is in the spring, and the date varies
depending on the year. In short, Christians use the solar calendar, whereas Jews, Chinese,

Vietnamese, and Muslims use a lunar calendar to determine when to celebrate the new year.

3. Coherence and Cohesion

Coherence
So far, you have leamed about the different types of paragraphs and their organization. All
good paragraphs also have some characteristics in common. The first of these is called
coherence. A coherent paragraph is made up of sentences that are ordered according to a
principle. The principle changes depending on the type of paragraph that you are writing.
The three types of ordering are chronological ordering, spatial ordering, and logical
ordering.
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Narrative Paragraphs and Chronological Ordering

For a narrative paragraph, you must use good chronological ordering of sentences. This
means that the supporting sentences must tell the events of a story in the order that they
happened. In other words, the events must be ordered according to time. The following
paragraph tells about an important event in any chiid’s life. It clearly tells the story of one
day as it happened through time-from waking up in the early moming to finding the
birthday present at the end of the day.
