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Abstract

The objective of this research is to study the fa}tors that are related to the
youth's violence behaviors in the three southern border prévinces of Thailand.

The research was quantitative and qualitative. Quantitatively, the researchers
collected data by interviewing 2,450 youth, and using EcStat and R computer programs
in analyzing the data. Pearson's chi-squared test was used to assess the associations
between the vicience behaviors aqd various'determinants linked to demographics,
family, and violence experiences. Multivariate analyses were performed to investigate
independent associations between the predictor variables and outcome using a logistic
regression method. Qualitatively, the researchers collected the data concerned by
in-depth interviewing 60 key-informants and 15 focus groups, and using logic in
analyzing the data and comparing theoretical concept with the relevant research.

The results of the research are as follow:-

1) 20.7% of youth in the three southern border provinces of Thailand reported
having viclence behaviors. .

2} There were statistically significant associations between youth's viclence

behaviors in the three southem border provinces and gender, family's salary per month,
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family's status, witnessing physical ébuse between parents, watching cinema, and
playing games at 0.001 levels.

3) Male youths were 2.73 times more likely to commit violence behaviors than
female youths (95% Cl 2.18-3.42).

4) Youth from lower salary's family (5,001 baht br less, 5,001-12,000 baht, and
12,001-20,000 baht) committed more frequently violence behaviors than did youths from
higher salary's family (20,001 baht or more; 2.86 times, 95% Ci 2.04-4.00) 2.81 times
(95% CI 1.98-3.99), 1.57 times (95% CI 1.02-2.43), respectively.

5) Youth from divorce's family were 2.75 times (95% Cl 2.16-3.48) more likely
to commit violence behaviors than Youths from completes’ family.

6) Seeing parental physical abuse led to the individual being 1.47 times
(95% CI 1.19-1.82) more likely to commit violence behaviors\than those who did not
report physical abuse between their parents.

7) Youth who preferred action cinema tended to commit vioclence behaviors
more than did students who preferred romantic (1.41 times, 95% Ci 1.10-1.81).

8) Youth who preferred action game were frequently reported that they had
violence behaviors 2.05 times (95% Cl 1,53-2.75), and who preferred adventure game
1.63 times (95% CI 1.20-2.21) were more .frequently to commit violence behaviors than

those reported preferred sport game.
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
