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Abstract

This research about the educational policy of the government in the southern border
provinces during B.E.2540 — 2550 was to assess the present educational management policy, the
effect to the local area and the suitable resolution for the educational management for the local
people in the future. The objectives of this research were to 1.) Study the factors affecting to the
educational development policy of the government in the southem border provinces. 2.) Study
the government’s educational policy effecting to the social factors which affected to the
educational development policy in the aspect of the educational management for the southern
community 3.) Study the result of the government’s educational policy following the National
Education Act B.E.2542 to present time about the educational management for the local
community and 4.) Compile the resolution for the educational management policy in the southern
border provinces at the present time and in the future.

The results found that 1.) The factors effecting to the educational development policy of
the government in the southern border and the educational policy formulation were the historical
factor, the security factor, the religious and cultural factor as well as the government
administration problems. Therefore, the educational management leading to the education reform
must consider such basic factors to be concordant with the effective educational management in
the local area in the future. 2.) During the past educational management, the government focused
on the educational management following the National Education Act B.E.2542 - 2545 which
was the policy to promote the educational opportunity for the people, both at the local and
national level. Moreover, to the souihem border, there were the educational strategies following
such Act to create the more suitable policy for the local conditions. 3.) To the result of the
government’s educational policy, it found that the govemment was successful with the
educational opportunity expansion but it still needed to define the operational frame to be
consonant with the local situations including the efficiency improvement of the educational
administrative system, the curriculum and the personnel development which were the important
strategies for the educational management in the southern border. 4.) The government should
issue the policy to create new strategies to develop the local education suitable for the social and
cultural context as well as the social, economic and political development based on the peaceful
means of learning to calmly understand the existence of the community’s people at the local,

national and international level.
