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Abstract
This research aimed to study contemporary art at reflection in the southern ways of

life. Study and analysis the works of art by Jean A. Mitler's theory of art criticism. The
participants in this research were one hundred southern contemporary artists that
participated in “the ways of southern live” art exhibition. The works of art composed of
painting, sculpture, graphic art and mix-media. One piece of work from each artist were
chosen to study that was one hundred pieces all together. The tools of the study were
interview questions about the artists’ status and their creativity of contemporary art at
reflection of the southern ways of life.

The results showed that

In item of artists’ status, most artists lived in Songkhla (27%) and Pattani (22%)
Most of them worked in royal government office. (47%)

Most of the works of art is painting (75%) and graphic art (14%). All of the artists
reflected at southern differences ways of life, most of them used oil f:olor {27%) and water
color {(19%). They did not used the exactly principle of art, but it up to difference kind and
techniques of the works. Southern artists reflected at southern ways of life in daily
occupation (35%) present situation (17%) the environment (15%) playing and southern
local sports (10%) beliefs and religion (8%) residence (7%) southern art and culture (7%)
