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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study and compare the levels of student’s
opinion on the performance of the Student Affairs Division: Guidance and
Employment, Student Services and Welfare, Student Activities, and
Administration. The samples were 736 students who were studying from the first
year to the fourth year in the second semester of the academic year 2002 at Prince of
Songkla University, Hat Yai Campus and were identified by their sex field of study,
and year of study. The samples were divided into two groups. The first group
consisted of 368 students, experiencing in Guidance and Employment. The second
group consisted of 368 students in Service and Welfare, Student Activities and

Administration.

The research findings were as follows:

1. The student’s opinion on the performance of the Student Affairs Division
in the first group was at a high level and at a moderate level in the second group.

2. The results of comparison of students’ opinion on the performance of the
Student Affairs Division:

* According to their sex, the first group’s opinion was at the level of-
statistically significant differences but the second one was at the level of
no statistically significant differences.

* According to their field of study, the first group’s opinion on the
Guidance and Employment was at the level of no statistically
significant differences but the second group’s opinion on the Student
Service and Welfare was at the level of statistically significant
differences. The opinion on the Student Activities was at the level of no
statistically significant differences. Both groups’ opinion on the

Administration was at a level of statistically significant differences.

* According to their year of study, the first group’s opinion on the

Guidance and Employment was at a level of no statistically

significant differences. The second group’s opinion on the

Student Service and Welfare, and Student Activities was at a level of

no statistically significant differences. Both groups’ opinion on the

Administration was at a level of statistically significant differences.

3. The students recommended that the Students Affairs Division should
publicize its services and activities, set a safety system for student’s life and property
in the dormitories and provide more sport fields.
