To study factors affecting tentanus toxoid coverage in
Pregnancy, the study was carried out in Songkla province using
statistics of high and low immunization coverage as the
criteria in selected fourteen subdistricts. The method of study
was a survey study by interview the group of mothers with
children aged up to 0-1 year old and health care personals.

For The high service coverage group; age, religious,
education, income and knowledge affect tetanus toxoid vaccina-
tion. Belief has no effect on vaccination for both groups.
Both groups rely on antenatal care advice and information.
Distance and fare have an effect on the low service coverage
group.

Age of health care personals in the area of high and low
service coverage are different. Both groups well recongnize
tetanus neonatorum and immunization in pregnant woman but have
low attitude forward immunization. Their practice for appoint-
ment and follow wup of dimmunization for pregnant woman are
different. For support, the high service coverage group has

delivered more than the low one.
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
