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Abstract

The purposé of this research was to study ways of professional practice for Traditional
Thai Medicine for students and faculty of the Traditional Thai Medicine Establishment Project, Prince
of Songkla University. The research will be used as a guide to set up a model of professional practice
for Tradtional Thai Medicine in order to achieve the objectives of Professional Practice Courses.
The research instrument for this study was a questionnaire which used the Delphi Technique. The sample
for this study was 20 experts. They gave their opinions on eight items in three rounds. The data were

then analyzed by using median and quartile deviation.

The research study revealed that according to eight itemns of a framework ways of
professional practice for Traditional Thai Medicine which were given by the experts, the experts
agreed and accepted all small points of seven items as follows: (1) Professional Practice’s Objectives
(2) Student Qualification for Professional Practice (3) The Role and Duty of Lecturer in Professional
Practice (4) Tﬁe Role and Duty of the Lecturer in the Facul.ty of Traditional Thai Medicine
Establishment Project (5) The Role and Duty of the Professional Practice Student (6) The Preparation
for Student before Professional Practice (7) The Faculty of Traditional Thai Medicine Establishment
Project’s Operation after the Student’s Professional Practice. The eighth item, Professional Practice
Evaluation had five small points. The experts agreed to four small points as follows: (8.1)
Professional Practice Evaluation in 170-390 Professional Practice for Thai Massage Course (8.2)
Professional Practice Evaluation in 170-490 Professional Practice for Thai Traditional Medicine I
Course (8.3) Professional Practice Evaluation in 170-491 Professional Practice for Thai Traditional
Medicine I1. (8.4) Traditional Thai Medicine’s Personality Assessment Regarding (8.5) The Issue and
Weight (%) of Assessment in Professional Practice Evaluation, the experts disagreed but accepted
issue and weight (%) of assessment in 170-390 Professional Practice for Thai Massage Course and
170-490 Professional Practice for Thai Traditional Medicine I Course.
