Abstract

The Agricultural Quota-Student Project (AQSP) has offered a higher educational opportunity to a
locally high school student in 14 provinces of southern Thailand since the academic year 2000. The 5-year
term of achievement evaluation (2004) found the AQSP offered 119 students from provinces, except
Ranonog, Phang-Nga and Puket. Of the sixty one students entering under the project, 56 (91.80%)
graduated at the end of 2002, 3 students (4.92%) were retired and 2 (3.28%) were postponed. The students
enrolling during 2003 and 2004 found ﬁe distribution of Grade Point Average (GPA) was highlighted
(87.50%) between the range of 2.50-2.99, and above 3.00 (6.23%). Therefore, it could be concluded that
students under the AQSP had shown a highly successful in term of academic achievement. Students were
also clearly shown their social status and participating in an academic clubs and social (association)
functions at both levels of faculty and university. They full filled experiences accessed from the faculty
facilities at an appropriate time. They also expressed a 100% attitude of being pround to be students and
graduated under the AQSP and also shown 100% satisfactory in different aspects they had been offered
from the departments and the faculty. Students ga;ve positive comments3nd suggestions for improving the
project. Finally, the admission system (national higher education policy) and english ability test (Prince of
Songkla University) affected to the AQSP were also discussed herein.
