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Resilience of University Students of Prince Songkha University, Pattani campus
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Abstract
The purposes of this study was to examine resilience of undergraduate students, Prince
of Songkha university, Pattani campus. The sampling were 1,162 students enrolled in first
semester of 2005 academic year from faculty of Education, faculty of Humanity and Social,
faculty of Science and Technology, faculty of Fine and Applicd Arts, faculty of Communication
Science and college of Islamic Study. The research instruments was resilience questionnaires.
The T - test independent and One — way ANOVA were employed to analyze the data. Major
findings were as follows :
1. The samples average scores of resilience were at normal level.
2. The results of resilience’s scores with respect to gender, birth order, grade point
average, faculty and class-year were:
2.1 Resilience’s scores of class-year and faculty were significant difference at .05
level.
2.2 There were no difference of resilience scores of gender, birth orders and grade
point.
3. The results of resilience’s subset scores with respect to gender, birth order, grade
point average, faculty and class-year were:
3.1 “Tam™ resilience’s subset scores of birth order, class-year, and faculty were
significant difference at .05 level.
3.2 *I can” resilience’s subset scores of class-vear were significant
difference at .05 level.
3.3 “I have™ resilience’s subset scores of academic achievement were significant

difference at .05 level.
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
