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Abstract

This descriptive study aimed t(i exp'lorc levels of parents sex teaching,
sex education learning needs in children, the comparison of parents sex
teaching between fathers and mothers, sex education learning needs between
sons and daughters and compared sex education teaching by parents to sex
education learning needs by children. Four hundred high school students and
four hundred parents in’ Pattalurig and Songkhla i’rovince were selected to
participate. Data were collected using a questionnaire. Content validity in
teaching sex education by parents and sex education leéming needs by children
tested by Cronbach’s alpha were 0.98, 0.96 respectively. Descriptive statistics
was used for data analysis and t-test. The results of the study were as follows.

The mean scores of parents sex teaching and children sex learning needs
were moderate (X =1.79,8.D.=.70 and X = 1.94, S.D.;= .52 respectively). The
difference between the mean score of father and mother sex teaching and between
sons and daughters sex learning needs were statistically significant (t=3.42,p < .
01, t=6.69, p <.001 respectively). The difference between the mean score of
parents sex teaching and children sex learning needs was also statistically
significant (t=3.38, p <.01). The findings suggest that health care teams, and
relevant persons should i)erfonn activity to develop parent’s efficiency in teaching

sex education for their children’s sex education learning needs.
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
