The purposés of this survey research were to study and compare the need of '-
teaching and learning sex education of teachers, parents and the 2™, 3" and 4" level o’f
school stﬁdents, and to seek the appropriate approaches of setting up sex educqtion |
curriculum for the 2™, 3 and 4" level of school students, which is accepted by
teachers, parents and students. The samples consisted of 150 teachers, 150 parents
and 150 students from Songkhla, Phatthalung and Yala provinces. Both the test of seag
education requirement and open-ended questions about sex education curriculum were
employed as research instruments. The data were analyzed by applying Statistics, )
Percentage, Mean, Standard Deviation, F-test and Analysis of Variance of the
Difference of Post hoc Schaffe-test. Qualitative data were analyzed by content
analysis. Results showed that the mean of teachers’ requirement on sex education was
considerably high (X =2.56, S.D. = .33), while the mean of sex education requirement

among parents and students was relatively high (X =2.09,S.D.=.58and X =2.02,

S.D. = .50) respectively. In addition, the mean of requirement for sex education



among teachers, parents and students showed statistical significant difference at the
level of (P <.05).

In the sex education curriculum for the 2" Jevel of secondary school students,
it was found that teachers, parents and students preferred subject contents focusing on
the prevention of not only sexual problems but also premature sexual intercourse. In
the sex education curriculum for the 3 level of secondary school students, the
'emphasis was laid on the areas of accurate and better understanding of sex knowledge.
Both the importance of preparations to become mature adults and the ab_ility to solve
unexpected problems were stressed in the curriculum for the 4" level of high school
students. The results of this stu&y, therefore, indicated that sex educgtion is highly
required among teachers, pa‘r?nts ﬁnd students, and it is also considered as a positive
tendency leading to the likgly establishment of offering sex education at schaol levels.
Moreover, the co-operati'gfzfl of teache_rs, parents and students in preparing sex
curriculum has assured l;oth the parents of the teaching and leaming sex educatiém‘ and

the students of the accurate sex knawledge in accordance with their needs and sexual

development.
