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Abstract

This research was conducted to 1) examine computer usage and its demand in
education of the students 2) compare demand of the students from different years.
faculties/colleges and gender and 3) analyze the proportion between computer usage
and the amount of existing computers. The samples were 1-4 year undergraduates
and the graduates at Prince of Songkla University, Pattani Campus. They were drawn
by means of Stratified Random Sampling. SPSS, PC+ for windows, frequency.
percentage, means, standard deviation, t-test, f-test and Oneway Analysis of Variance
Oneway ANOVA were employed as analyzing tools.

The research findings were as follows.

1. Computer Usage Conditions and Levels: For the usage conditions, the
students used the service at the University Computer Center 1-3 times per week during 4-
10 pm. for 1-3 hours weekly. Regarding the usage levels, including computer usage
objectives, computer program usage and Internet usage, the study showed the average level
in all aspects.

2. Demand for Computer Usage: In general, computer is required by the
students at high level in various aspects such as software materials and equipments,
courseware, computer service, computer knowledge provision and Internet service.

3. Computer Usage of Different Gender: The students’ opinions on software,
courseware, computer knowledge provision and Internet service of the university were
different at a significant level of .05, while similar ideas were expressed regarding of
computer service of the university/faculty. =

4. Demand for Computer Usage of The Students in Each Faculty/College: The
students’ opinions on computer knowledge provision of the university were obviously
distinguishable at a significant level of .01 and .05 for the courseware, while no difference
was discovered concerning the university software materials and equipments and Internet
service. However, the students’ variation was illustrated at a significant level of .05.

5. Demand for Computer Usage of Different Year Students: The students
showed dissimilar opinions on software materials and equipments, courseware and
computer knowledge provision at a significant level of .05. No difference was
demonstrated in computer and Internet service, while the students’ variation was unlike at
a significant level of .05.

6. Needs for Computer Usage and The Amount of Existing Computers: The
proportion between the students using computers and the existing computers in each
faculty and at the Computer Center was sufficient.
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
