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Perception of Graduated Nurses towards their Professiaonal Competency,

Attitude and Related Factors

abstract

This research was a descriptive project. The purposes of which
were to study the level of professional competency, the level of their
attitude towards the nursing profession and the level of related
factors as perceived by graduated nurses, it élso studied of the
relationships hetween +those factors and the professional competency
end their attitudes towards the nursing profession. The subjects
consisted of 87 +the ¢raduated nurses who had just‘finished a
bachelor of nursing science degree in 1991. Data was collected by
using of gquestionnaires regrading to perception of graduated nurses
towards +their professional competency, their attitude towards the
nursing profession, and related factors such as the motivation of
nursing Professional study and the perception of learning and teaching
management. Data was analysed by mean, standard deviation and Pearson
Product Moment Correlation Coefficient. The results of the study were
as follow &

t. The perception of graduated nurses towards their professional
competency in all aspects was a high level, except that the process of
self study and research was at moderate level.

2., The attitudes of self, community and society towards the

nursing profession in graduated nurses was good.



3. The +graduated nurses's motivation of nursing professional
study was at moderate level Fut their perception of learning and
teaching management was at high level.

4. The ¢graduated nurses's motivation of nursing professional
study.= was mno gignificant relationship with the perceptien of their
professional competency. However, +the perception of learning and
teaching management of graduated nurses was g signifiicant relationship
with the perception of their professional competency at p-value of 0,065,

5. The motivation of nursing professional study in graduated
nurses and their perception of learning and teaching management were a
significant relationships with the attitude towards the nursing

profession at p-value of 0.05.
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
