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Roles of Higher Education Institutions Influencing Towards Cultural and

Value Development for Youths in Three Southern Border Provinces
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Abstract

This research was intended to study the characteristics and roles of higher
educational institutions in cultural activity promotion and value of the youths in three
southern boader provinces, and also to analyze the causal relationship between the
institutional roles and the cultural development and value. The sample was the teachers who
teach in social science and humanity, and the forth year students in 18 institutions in
Pattani, Yala, and Narathiwas. The total 900 samples were answered with questionnaires,
and 18 administrators were interviewed, some representative groups of sample were
conducted for focus group. The data analysis was mean and standard deviation used for
comparison with absolute criteria, and used path analysis with LISREL program version
8.30 to find out the causal relationship. The results were found as in the followings :

1. The roles of higher educational institutions in cultural and value promotions were
four functions ; the curriculum and instruction, research, community service, and cultural
promotion. The teachers and the students agreed that the insituations performed these
functions both in overall and each function at the moderate level, except the curriculum and

instruction was at the high level.



2, The cultural activity promotion was composed of four types ; social culture, legal
culture, moral culture, and material culture. Those activities caused the students in cuitural
way of life both in overall and each type at the high level, except the material culture was at
the moderate level.

3. The value promotion composed of three types ; nation value, social value, and
self value. Those functions of the institutions caused to the students value both in overall
and each type were at bigh level in accordingly.

4. The results of causal relationship on direct, indirect, and total influences, it was
found that the cultural value was effected direct from the cultural activities at 68 percent,
whereas the curriculum and instruction effected indirect by passed through the community
service, cultural promotion, and culture overall at 58.90 percent. For the culture overall was
effected mostly from the curriculum and instruction at 37 percent. Lateral there was direct
effect from the cultural promotion at 36 percent. However it was effected indirect from the
research function mostly by passed through community service and cultural promotion. For
the cultural promotion function was effected direct from community service mostly, lateral

the research function effected indirect by passed through the community service.
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
