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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to find the conditions or factors that involved to students’
quality of life who stayed in Prince of Songkla University’s dorms , Hat Yai carpus.

The data were collected from four focus groups technique , the total of stakeholders 31 ,
and completed questionnaires by 519 students.

The findings showed that the factors which affected to students’ quality of life were
experiences of self adaptations , public mind , materials and facilitating of living , services and
safety system. All of factors will be accomplished by good management and sound of
communications. However, the different background of the students will be different in
satisfactions and quality of life.

All of the five factors predicted the students’ quality of life 20.8 percentage. The
appropriated predictive equation was quality of life (y) = 1.315 + 0.276 X (services) + 0.200
X,(public mind) + 0.170 X, (self adaptations) + 0.111 X, (materials and facilitates of living)
