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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to study the relationship between emotional
intelligence and skill performance and competition achievement of Sepak Takraw
players. The population consisted 261 of Sepak Takraw players in the 23th Youth
National Games. The sample size is calculated using the Taro Yamane Formula, and
the random sample size was selected from single teams and set teams through
stratified sampling. The instruments used were: the emotional intelligence evaluation
form of the Department of Menta! Health, Ministry of Public Health; and the skill
performance evaluation form and the competition achievement evaluation form
developed by the researchers. The statistics used in data analysis were: percentage,
mean, standard deviation, Pearson product moment correlation coefficient, T-test, and
the analysis of variance {One-way ANOVA) In the case that the means werng significantly

different, the two-way analysis of Scheffe's formula was also used.
The results of the study were as follows:

1. The emotional intelligence of the Sepak Takraw'players in the 23" Youth
National Games was at the normal level.-

2. The emoticnal intelligence of the players did not significantly relate to their
skill perfformance and their competition achievement at the level of .05.

3. The players whose sexes, sport regions, match-types, and player-positions
in the games were different did not have different emotional intelligence at

the significance level of .05.
