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An Evaluation Research of the Thai-Malaysia Border
Self Defense Village Project

ABSTRACT

This evaluation research of the Thai-Malaysia Border Self-Defense
Village Project covered 16 villages in the number one and number two
emergency areas of Songkla and Yala provinces. The objective was to study
the internal and external security of the villages, the economic condition,
the income distribution, the application of knowledge, and the participa-
tion of the people, in comparison with the time before the implementation
of the project.

The study found out that most people in the Thai-Malaysia Border
Self-Defense Village were in agricultural occupation, with rather low
income, but the acceptance of financial systems was increased. Moreover,
they were interested in searching for more knowledge and the application as
well as the transfer of knowledge to others. In the area of participation,
people were eager to cooperate with any groups they could get benefit. In
the area of internal and external security of the villages, the Songkla
province still had theft and robbery problem; however, comparing to 5 years
ago, the security conﬂition was better. And the operation of the village
self defense groups still lacked unity and weapons.

The study suggested that, for the efficiency of the implementa-
tion of the project, the real needs of each village should be surveyed
before any training or activity were implemented and any group was formed,
All operation and implementation should be continued to full cycle Strategy
to solve the unsecurity and unsafe problem was in urgent need. And leader-
ship development as well as development consciousness among the people

should be concentrated for the achievement in village betterment.
