Abstract

This research was aimed 1) to investigate and compare
opinions of Leachers and upper secondary school students toward
Non-Formal Education for External Student Programme (N-FEESP)

2) Lo compare opinions of teachers Loward N-FEESP in terms of
sex, educational attisnment and teaching area. 3) to compare
opinions of students Loward N-FEESP in terms of sex and educational
attainment 4) Lo gather problems and suggestions regarding the
N-FEESP as percieved by teachers and students. The subjects were
651 individuals divided into 282 Leachers and 3689 students, Laken
fruom secondary schools in Changwat Surat-Thani. The instrument
for data collection was a questionnaire to investigate subjects’
general information, opinions toward N-FEESP along with problems
and suggestions. In the analysis of data, the SPSS PC' wuas
enployed Lo determine percentage, arithmetic mean, standard
deviation, t-test, ANOVA and Scheffe test for post.-hoe multiple
CORparison

The fingings were as Follows :

1) Opinions of teachers and upper secondary school students
toward N-FEESP in terms of curriculum and methodology aspects were
at the high level.
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2) The result of comparison on opinions of teachers and
upper secondary school students toward N-FEESP were :

2.1y Teachers had a higher opinion toward N-FEESP than
students counterparl at the .05 level of statistical significance.

2.2) There was no significant difference in opinions
Loward N-FEESP in terms of methodology, curriculum aspects and
overall opinions of teachers with differences in sex, educabional
attainment and teaching area.

2.3) There was no significant difference in opinions
toward N-FEESP in terms of methodology, curriculum aspects and
overall opinions of students with sex difference.

2.4) Matthayomsuksa 6 students had a higher opinions
Loward N-FEESP in wethodology aspect than Matthayomsuksa 4 students
counterpart at the .05 level of significance.

3) Problems regarding N-FEESP as percieved by teachers
and students were as follows :

3.1) There was no midterm test. The students had to
rely only on the final examination.

3.2) Credits transfer for both vocational and general
subjects were after the proper expected Lime.

The suggestions for suvlving problems mentioned above
were Lo give a chance for students with a midterm tésL; credit,
transfer and the announcment of final examination must be processed

more rapidly than it was.
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
