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Abstract

The study on Corporate Social Responsibility of Listed Companies in
the Stock Exchange of Thailand aimed at investigating 1) corporate social
responsibility concepts of listed companies in the Stock Exchange of Thailand, 2)
operational levels of corporate social responsibility of listed companies in the Stock
Exchange of Thailand, and 3) factors influencing corporate social responsibility of
listed companies in the Stock Exchange of Thailand. Concerning this study, unit of
analysis at an organization level was employed. A mixed methods convergent
parallel design was used in order to collect quantitative data and qualitative data at
the same time. The research populations were listed companies in the Stock
Exchange of Thailand. Pertaining to a quantitative research used in the first part of
this study, 354 companies were selected using proportion stratified sampling and
purposive sampling. The research tool used in the study was a questionnaire. SPSS
version 16 and LISREL version 8.8 were also used to analyze quantitative data. A
qualitative research was used in the second part of this study. The samples were 8
companies chosen with the techniques of proportion stratified sampling and
purposive sampling. The semi-structured interview and the content analysis were
used as tools to collect and present data. A mixed methods research in the third
part was used to compare the results of a quantitative research and a qualitative
research. The data analysis was processed using a merged data technique and a side-
by-side comparison for merging data. The results were presented in a summary table.
The research findings from merging qualitative and quantitative data were revealed
as follows:

1. Regarding the corporate social responsibility concepts, the
quantitative data conformed to the qualitative data. The listed companies in the
Stock Exchange of Thailand had comprehensive four-dimensional concepts: economic
responsibilities, legal responsibilities, ethical responsibilities, and philanthropic

responsibilities. The standardized factor loading was from 0.70 to 0.85.
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2. In connection with the levels of corporate social responsibility of
Listed Companies in the Stock Exchange of Thailand, the quantitative and the
qualitative data were in line with each other. It was found that the mean of the
corporate social responsibility of the listed companies was rated at a very high level.
To elaborate this, the economic responsibilities were at highest level while, the legal
responsibilities, the ethical responsibilities and the philanthropic responsibilities were
ranked respectively. To consider each industry group, the resources group had the
highest average corporate social responsibility. However, the operation on corporate
social responsibility of listed companies in the Stock Exchange of Thailand in each
industry group could be classified into two types: CSR-in-process and CSR-after-
process.

3. The consistency check results of the structural equation model of
factors influencing corporate social responsibility and the empirical data were at
good level. (y?=788.24, df=262, RMSEA = 0.079, SRMR = 0.060, CFl = 0.98) The
transformational leadership, the corporate governance and stakeholder engagement
possessed positive direct effects on corporate social responsibility with the
standardized path coefficients of 0.55 0.25 and 0.15 respectively. Notably, this
quantitative data analysis results were in conformity with the qualitative data
analysis. Besides, the transformational leadership had positive indirect effects on
corporate social responsibility with the standardized path coefficients of 0.09.
However, the results revealed that there was no consistency between the
quantitative data analysis and the qualitative data analysis. Hierarchy Culture, Market
Culture, Clan Culture, and Adhocracy Culture were not the factors that influenced on

Corporate Social Responsibility.
