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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this quantitative research were to study: 1) the instruction promoting
self- directed learning of elementary school students, 2) the self- directed learning of elementary
school students, 3) the relationship between instruction promoting self- directed learning and
self- directed learning of elementary school students. The samples of this research were 383
Prathomsuksa six students in the elementary schools under Surin Education Service Area Office
1, selected by multi-stage random sampling.

The research instrument was divided into 2 parts. The first part was the questionnaire
about the instruction promoting self- directed learning. Its reliability was .871. The second part
was the self- directed learning inventory. Its reliability was .897. Arithmetic means, Standard
deviation and Pearson’s Product Moment Correlation Coefficient were used for data analysis.

The findings were as follows:

1. The instruction promoting self- directed learning of elementary school students were at
a high level.

2. The self- directed learning of elementary school students were at a moderate level.

3. Overall there was no relationship between instruction promoting self- directed learning

and self- directed learning of Prathomsuksa students.
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
