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ABSTRACT

This research is intended to study the effects of learning contracts on life experience
area achievement and learning responsibility of Prathomsuksa Five students.

The subjects of this study are 60 Prathomsuksa Five students studying at Rajabhat Institute
Songkhla, Amphoe Muang, Changwat Songkhla in the first semester of the 1998 academic year.
After being pretested by an achievement test, students were then assigned into two equal groups,
thirty students in each one. Then, the experimental and control groups were randomly designed by
using the method of picking draws. The learning contracts was used to the experimental group.
The research instrument comprised three teaching plans using learning contract; three teaching
plans not using learning contract; fifteen lesson plans; a quiz of each learning-teaching unit;

an achievement test on life experience area of which the reliability is 0.81; a test on responsibility
for studying life experience area, of which the reliability is 0.85; and an evaluation test on
behaviour showing responsibility for studying. The data were then analyzed using a t-test.

The research findings are as follows:

1. The achievement results of the students who studied life experience area by using
the learning contracts are higher than those who studied iife expenrience area by not using the
learning contracts. They are statistically significantly different at .01 level.

2. The responsibility for studying life experience area of the studenets using the
learning contracts shows higher scores in the post-test than the scores in the pre-test. They are

statistically significantly different at .05 level.
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3, Ine reSponsibilit)‘; for studying life experience area of the students not using the
learning contracts shows higher scores in the post-test than the scores in the pre-test. They are
statistically significantly different at .05 level.

4. The responsibility for studying life experience area of both the students using the
learning contracts and the students not using the learning contracts is not statistically significantly

different.
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
