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ABSTRACT

Trials were conducted at Amphoe Thephsz, Songkhla during
the 1881 rainy seoncen to compare yields of different local and exotic
rice strains. Two groups of frials were couducted and revealed similar
results. Exotic varieties are shorier than the indigenous, mature
earlier but have Tewer grains per panicle. However, they have a
higher grain weipght and yield more panicle per hill than the local.
A variety widely grown in the southern region, Koo Huang Luang,
compared quite well with other varieties. Ilany exotic varieties
have sxcellent azronomic characters but are susceptible to loecal

factors which could reduce thelr yield.
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
