Abstract

This phenomenological study aimed to describe and explain the caring
experiences of nurses and HIV/AIDS patients. Eleven participants comprised of six
patients and five nurses were purposively recruited from a hospital in Songkhla. Data
were obtained using in-depth interviews, non-participant observations in conjunction
with field notes and tape-recording during March to June 1998. The Colaizzi’s method
was applied for data analysis.

The study showed that both the patients and nurses shared similar meanings
and caring behaviors in four perspectives. Firstly, Helping consists of four characteristics
which are : Maintaining comforts, Preventing complications, Attenuating stresses, and
Helping through the dying process. Secondly, Emotional support to reduce loneliness
consists of three characteristics which are : Compassion, Attendtion, and Concern.
Thirdly, Enhancing willpower consists of two characteristics which are : Healing the heart
and Empowering. Fourthly, Respecting human dignity consists of two characteristics
which are : Respecting the patient as a person, and Promoting patient rights and
autonomy. Four aspects of feelings were identified by patients when they received
caring which include : 1) Psychological well-being, 2) Perceiving  self-worth,
3) Increasing power to continue life, and 4 ) Recognizing nurses’ valuable. The nurse
participants identified four aspects of feelings from their caring which include :
1) Feeling happy, 2 ) Increasing motivation for caring, 3) Feeling proud of self and the
profession, and 4) knowing the patient. Partcipants in both groups identified three
facilitating factors for caring which are : 1) factors related to nurses include : Good
personality traits which were identified by the patients and nurses. Only nurse
participants identified that Duration and interaction with patients lead to compassion, and

willpower from caring as facilitating factors. 2) factors related to patients include :
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Compliance fo therapeutic regimen, and Nature of the illness 3) factors related to
other persons include : Assignment was perceived by the patients as a facilitating factor,
which Role model, and Good relationship in the workplace identified by nurses. In
addition, both groups identified three inhibiting factors which are : 1) factors related to
nurses include : High workload was perceived by both groups, while the patients
perceived that Characteristics of nurses, and Limited role-functions were inhibiting
factors for caring. 2) factors related to patients include : Characteristics of patients
were indentified by both groups, while Less-severe illness, and Receiving free health
care service were perceived by the patients as inhibiting factors of caring 3) factors
related to other persons which are only identified by nurse participants are Inappropriate
behavior of colleagues, and Family’s non compliance.

The results of this study will be useful for improving nursing care of HIV/AIDS

patients, nursing management, nursing education and nursing research.
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
