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Abstract

This research was intended (1) to investigate the participation in reading
enhancement activities of Prathomsuksa Six students in Changwat Phatthalung;

(2) to investigate their reading habits; and (3) to determine the relationships between
their participation in reading enhancement activities and their reading habits.

The sample for this study comprised 371 Prathomsuksa Six students in the academic
year 1996 drawn from schools under the Office of Phatthalung Provincial Primary
Education.

The research instruments for data collection ‘were composed of 2 parts:
part one was a rating-scale questionnaire measuring the samplc:s’ participation in
reading enhancement activities, with 0.9892 reliability; part two was a rating-scale
ciuestionnaire measuring the samples’ reading habits, with 0.9524 reliability.
Percentage, arithmetic mean, standard deviation, and simple correlation coefficient
were uscd-in data analysis.

The findings of the study were as follows:

1. The samples’ overall participation in reading enhancement activities
was at a low level; when each reading activity was considered independently,

it was found that participation in reading enhancement activities through story telling,



retelling accounts from books and reading competition was at a low level while that
in reading enhancement activities through bulletin board displays and book reviews
was at a moderate level.

2. The samples’ overall reading habits were at a moderate level.

3. The relationships between the samples’ overall participation in reading

enhancement activities and their reading habits were significantly positive at .001 level,

with 0.7264 correlation coefficient.
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
