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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to explore opinians of SAO executive
committees, SAO council memibers and the residents on good governance of
SADs as well as problems and suggestions tor this issue in the area of Amphoe
Muang Songkhia, Amphoe Hatyai and Amphoe Bang Klam in Changwat
Songkhla.

The subjects in this study were 180, covering SAQO executives, council
members and residents in the area of target SAOs. The Multistage sampling
was used. The study tool for data collection was an interview. The data were
then brought into analysis by frequency, percentage, arithmetic mean and Chi-
square. The resulis yielded as follows.

1. Most subjects were graduated in the primary and secondary school
level, were farmers and had a comprehensive concept of SAO administration at
the medium level.

2. The overall picture of good governance of SAOs recognized by their
executives, council members and residents was at the high level, in which
Virtue principle was raied at the highest level, followed by Transparency, Rule
of Law, Valuation, Participation and Accountability respectively.

3. According to the correlation between the subjects and such opinions,
it was found that factors of positions, ages, educational {evels, careers, income
and comprehension of SAO administration had no correlation with opinions on

good governance of SAQOs at the significant level of .05



4. The probiems for good governance of SAOs were reported at the
mediumn level. Out of the problems found, Virtue principle was reporled
mostly, foliowed by Valuation, Accountability, Rule of Law, Transparency and
Participation respeclively. The main problems were that personnet
development in tegal knowledge, inspection mechanism for transparent work
performance, public participation in SAO administration and effective project
management,

5. The main suggesiions for good gavernance of SAOs were reported.
The following schemes shoutd be carried out: potential development of SAD
executives, council members and officers, prioritization of projects under the
public participation. The information of SAQ administration should be
publicized and the public should be encouraged to take part in SAQ developing

plans as well as allocating budgets to meet the public demand.
