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Abstract

This study was intended to investigate into the facts of the amphetamine
trafficking process. The purposive sampling was taken from ex-traffickers
prisoners in the Bangkok Special Reprimand. The data collection was done by
means of in-dept interviews and group discussions in favor of the principles
and methods in accord with qualitative methodology. The collected data
was analyzed and interpreted in line with the sociological paradigm of
symbolic interactionism, primary group and exchange, respectively.

The findings of this study were as follows :

1. The social network by ways of the social interaction based on
the primary group relations was the base of direct sales of amphetamines,
initiated by the only one who was the consumer as well as the supplier at
the same time, from whom the trafficking was carried out by means of
re-sale in favor of double, triple and multiple network techniques.

2. The amphetamine trafficking was done sucessfully and effectively
by the traffickers by different ways of transaction through one of these three
methods ¢ 1) bank, 2) credit, and 8) cash.

3. The profits out of the amphetamine trafficking were quite high at
each stage of the transaction. The fewer the stages of transaction; the more
profits, so the stages of the amphetamine transaction handed down to the
different suppliers and finally to the consumer were favorably cut shorter if
possible.

4 The socio-economic surroundings in the forms of a poor family

and residence located in the amphetamine trafficking market as well as the

social acquances under the primary group network were the favourable ways
and means encouraging some people to get along with the amphetamine
trafficking processes.

In short, the aforementioned conditions along with the supplier's
or consumer's perusal as well as the internal factors in favor of personal
desiring were found motivating some persons to make a decision to take

part in the amphetamine trafficking processes.
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
