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Abstract

The purpose of the study was to find out role and function of Muslim family
in Ban Khlong Amphoe, Panare Changwat Pattani espécially role and function in relation
to socialization.

The sample subject were taken by means of the purposive sampling from the
villagers who were the residents of the internal zone and external one of community.
They were consisted of six nuclear families and six extended ones. Added 1w these 12
families were those four families who had happened tw organize the actual ceremonies,
rites and rituals on birth, circumeision and death during the investigator’s field work. The
findings were as fellows.

The family patterns in Ban Khlong were organized m favor of botﬁ in ouclear
family and extended family while marriage pattern went in favor of monogamy. The most
‘nuclear families (4 families) were the neo-local type as well as the matrilocal one while
the opposite were few (only two families). On the other hand, the extended family
patterns stood up [or the matrilocal pattern (5 families). There was only one family which
was paririlocal one. This indicated that Muslim family pattern in Ban Khlong was
organized i favor of matrilocal family within the reach of kinship network.

The division of labor of nuclear family and extended family was the
equilitarian between husband and wife, but husband will have the upper hand when it
comes to the most signification decision-making. Although the husband and .the wife do
sharc familial function to earn there living, the husband is given the priority as a head of

a family, The important role performed by the wife was that of home-care’ and



household. Second to her in this regard is that of the husband and children. For the
extended f{amily, kinship played an mmportant role in the support the family in the matter
of kome-care and home economy based on the division of specialized function of the
kinshap.

As far as the role and function in connection with socialization is concerned,
both the father and the mother played significant part in transmitting beliefls, values
conventions and religious activities based on Islam into the young generation. The kinship
as well as the extended family plaved more part in this regard than nuclear family. In
“addition, the religious leaders, religious institutes, Tadika school and members of the

community played a significant partin socialization second to the above-mentioned ones.
