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Abstract

The objectives of this study are 1) To study the biography of Tengku Mahmood
Mahyiddeen 2) To study his thoughts on social development.

This research consists of documentary research based on the general social conditions of
Pattani before Tengku Mahmood Mahyiddin’s time, and his primary, secondary and tertiary
biographical sources. The information was collected from several interviews. The obtained data
was rechecked and classified into sections and sub-sections. Tengku Mahmood Mahyiddin’s
thoughts on social development of the Malay society in Pattahi were then analyzed.

Tengku Mahmood Mahyiddin was the son of Raja Abdul Kadir Kamaruddeen, the last
independent ruler of Pattani and Che Maimunah. He was educated in Kelantan and Bangkok and
compleated his final school year at Penang Free School with honors.

The research found that there were 3 aspects of Tengku Mahmood Mahyiddin’s
thoughts of social development.

1.The Social Aspect.

He brought progress to the society by encouraging the people to pay more attention to
education, correcting their misconceptions and reducing the gap within the society. He was an
example of a professional career in order to upgrade the living standard of the people.

2.The Educational Aspect.

He improved approaches of the teaching and learning. He introduced the integration

method in teaching and leaning in order to meet the needs of the Malay society and to broaden

the educational vision of the people.
3.The Political Aspect.

He was an idealistic man who devoted himself to social justice with a peaceful and

nonviolent approach.
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The researcher found that Tungkn Mahmood Mahyiddin’s thoughts in social,
educational and political aspects had a great impact on the development of the Malay Muslim
society of Pattani-that is, he began social development by making people realize the significance
of education and making the educational system of the Malay Muslim become more effective.
Such great influence enabled Pattani people to develop their potential to have a better standard of
living, as well as to improve the quality of their educational system and to comply with the needs
of society.

Tungku Mahmood Mahyiddin’s struggle for social justice for Pattani people
emphasized the unity and péacc of the nation, which brought no harm to any group. He did not
approve of violence. His approach is a good example which the present society should follow to
avoid casualties that might oceur in many groups.

Tungku Mahmood Mahyiddin’s thoughts are considered contemporary. Every society
can hold them in esteem as methods to develop its society in order to bring prosperity and peace

to the people and the nation.
