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ABSTRACT

This research aimed 1) to study levels of school supervision in secondary
schools under the office of education service areas in Narathiwat province as perceived by
administrators, academic leaders and Islamic studies teachers with regard to syllabus,
instructional activities, teaching materials, measurement and assessment, and teachers
development, 2) to study levels of teaching behaviors of Islamic studies teachers in
secondary schools under the office of education service areas in Narathiwat province as
perceived by administrators, academic leaders and Islamic studies teachers with regard to
teaching preparation, instructional activities, teaching materials, establishing merit and the
morality, and measurement and assessment, 3) to examine the relationship between school
supervision and teaching behaviors of Islamic studies teachers in secondary schools under
the office of education service areas in Narathiwat province as perceived by administrators,
academic leaders and Islamic studies teachers, 4) to establish the problems and suggestions
about school supervision and teaching behaviors of Islamic studies teachers in secondary
schools under the office of education service areas in Narathiwat province as perceived by
administrators, academic leaders and Islamic studies teachers.

The population consisted of 18 school administrators, 18 academic leaders
and 90 Islamic studies teachers, The research instruments were the interview form and

questionnaires, Statistics used in this study was based on percentage, arithmetic mean,

standard deviation and Pearson’s product correlation coefficient.

The results of the study are as follows:
1) The perceived levels of school supervision in secondary schools under
the office of education service areas in Narathiwat province, in overall and in each aspect,

are high, with the exception of the teaching materials which are moderate.
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2) The perceived levels of teaching behaviors of Islamic studies teachers in
secondary schools under the office of education service areas in Narathiwat province, in
overall and in each aspect, are high.

3) There are high positive statistical significances relation between school
supervision and teaching behaviors of Islamic studies teachers in secondary schools under
the office of education service areas in Narathiwat province, It is at the level of 0.01.

4) With respect to problems and suggestions about school supervision and
teaching behaviors of Islamic studies teachers in secondary schools under the office of
education service areas in Narathiwat province, the findings show that there are various
problems. They are less teaching materials which are insufficient with the number of
learners, available teaching aids are not varied and lacking of the financial support. With
regards to suggestions, the findings show that there should be sufficient, and variety of
modern teaching aids in Islamic Studies besides there should be more budget to be
allocated for the teaching materials, especially the teaching aids relevant to languages and

technology.
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
