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ABSTRACT

The burposes of this research were twofold : (1) to investigate
the impacts of the Educational Project for kKural Development on
Developing of the Rural Community (EPRD) of the villages under the
EPRD services of primary schools in Pak Phanang Basin, Changwat

Nakhon Si Thammarat, including Amphoe Cha-uat, Chianyai, Pak Phanang

and Hua-sai, in terms of (i) self-and-social development for quality
of life, (ii} guidelines for rural development, (1ii) self-reliance

of the people, (iv) setting a good model for the community leadership,
(v) earning a living suitable to lecality, (vi) information services
for quality-of-life development, (vii) establishment of the coordina-
ting centers for academic and vecational services, and (viii) promotion
of sports, recreation, arts, cultures and traditions, in all aspects
combined and each individually; (2) to compare the extents of the
impacts of all eight aspects cf the EPRD services as perceived by

the respondents under study. The subijects were 119 teachers in
primary schools under the EPRD prorect during the f[iscal years

B.E. 2526-2532 (1983-1989), 120 Village Commitiee members in

the villages under the FPRD project, and 117 adults under the

FPRO project, totalling 356 respondents in the EPFRD schools

in the Pak Prnanang Basin, Changwa+® NKakhen $1 Thammsrat. The instru-
ment for the data collection was a guestionnaire, constructed hy

the researcher, comprising 3 parts: part one dealing with the
subZects' general informaticon, part two constituting a 5-item,
rating-scale guesticnnaire concerning the extents of the impacts

of the EPRD preclect as perceived Lv the subjects, and open-ended
guestions constituting part three, asking the subjects for additional
comments on needs, issues and problems of the EPRD project in

rural development. In the data anzlysis, the Statistical Package
for the Social Sciences (SPSS) was employved for the statistics of
percentage, arithmetic mean, a one-way ANOVA and the Tukey's test

of multiple variable comparison.

The research findings were as follows :

1. The impacts of the EPRD proiect on the rural community
development in &ll aspects combined and individually were at a
moderate level. The greatest impacts from the EPRD project were
on the promotion of sports, recreation, arts, cultures and traditions
on the rural community development, next came the following in a
desceding order: setting a good model for the community leadership,
guidelines for rural development, self-reliance of the people,
informaticon serv{ces for quality-of-life development, establishment
of the coordinating centers for academic and vocational services,
self-and-social develepment for guality of life, and earning a living

suitable to leocality, respectively.
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2, The impacts of the EPRD project or the rural community
development in all aspects combined and individually as perceived by
teachers, village committee members, and people were at a moderate
level. However, there wazs no statistical difference in the extents
of the impacts of the EPRD project as perceived by all subiccts.

3. The impacts of the EPRD project on the rural community
development in all aspects combined and individually in 211 4 districts
{Amphoe) of Pak Phanang Basin were at a moderate level. With the
overall comparison of all aspects combined and individualiy, the extents
of -the impacts of the EPRED project in the Pak Phanang Basin were of no
statistical significance, except for the information services for
quality-cof-life development at the .01 level of significance,

4, The impacts of the EPRD proiect on the rural community
development in all aspects combined and individually f;om the beginning
of each interval of the fiscel years {B.E. 252¢-2327, 2528-2529, 2530-
2531 and 2532) were at a moderate level. With the overall comparison
of all aspects combined, the extents of the impactis of the EPRD
project from the beginning of each fiscal vear interval were of
statistical significance at the .01 level. Furthermore, with the
-comparison of each individual aspect of the EPRD project, the
extents of the impacts of the project were of statistical signi-
ficance at the .01 level in the following aspecis: information
services for quality-of-life development, establishment of the
coordinating centers for academic and 'vocational services, and
promotion of sports, recreation, arts, cultures and traditions,
whereas the following were at the .05 level of significance:
guidelines for rural development, self-reliance of the people,

and earning a living suitable to locality.
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Additionally, other positive impacts. of the EPRD project
on the rural community development were that, for instance, people
participated more n the activities tco promote the school quality,
parents paid more attention in their children's educatrion, and
school teachers attempted more to improve themselves to be a good
model for the people. However, & number of existing problems
hindering the rural village development were the following: poverty
cf the people, the lack of supplementary vocations, transportation
problems in certain seasons, and the shortage of weter for farming
purpeses. In order words, there were more urgent needs ameong
village people for public ¢or infrestrucrural facilities, eguipment
and facilities for agricultural activities, and promotion af

supplementary income activities.
