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ABSTRACT

This regearch was intended : (1} to investigate the extents of
roles performed pertaining to school-community relations in Changwat
Pettani as perceived by secondary schoel administrators, teachers and
parents; (2) to compare the extents of roles performed pertinent to
schoocl-community relations iﬁ Changwat Pattani as perceived by secondary
school administrators, teachers and parents; (2) to compare the extents
of roles performed pertinent to school-community relations in Changwat
Pattani as perceived by secondary school administrators in terms of
differences in school size, school location and school type; (5) to
compare the extents of roles performed pertinent to school-community
relations in Changwat Pattani as perceived by parents in terms of
differences in school size, school location and school type; and (6)
to gather together the issues and problems of the secondary school
roles performed pertinent to school-community relations in Changwat
Pattani'including their suggestions for the improvement of school-
community relations,

) A total of 450 subjects under study were 33 school admini-

strators}l?B school teachers and 239 parents from 17 secondary schools

under the Department of General Education in Changwat Pattani in the

1991 mcademic year. The instrument for the data collection was a
questionnaire comprising three parts: part one was a checklist on

the respondents’ backgrouna information, school size, school location
and school type; part two consisted of a S-point, Likert scale
questionnaire on six aspects of roles performed pertinent to school-
compunity relations: work planning of school-community relations,
public relations of school activities and fame, community services,
leadership and cooperation in community development, support from the
community, and follow-up as well as assessment of the activities in
school-community relations; and part three was an open-ended
guestionnaire on issues, problems of and sugéestions for school-
community relations in secondary schools. With assistance and
cooperations of the Director of Provincial Secondary Education office
in Changwat Pattani, the questionngire was administered and data
collected. Data were analyzed using percentage, arithmetic mean,
standard deviation, t-test, F-test and the Scheffg method for

the paired-variasble comparison.

The results indicated that:

1. The overall role performance pertinent to school-community
relations in Changwat Pattani as perceived by secondary school
adwinistrators, teachers and parents was at a moderate level.

2. When each aspect of the role performance considered
separately as weli as the overall considered, thefe was a significant
difference at the .01 level in the role performance pertinent to
school-community relations in Changwat Pattani as perceived by

secondary school administrators, teachers and parents.
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3. The overall role performance pertinent to school-community
relations as perceived by the subjects in different school size was
significantly different at the .01 level. When different aspects of
role performance were considered separately, it was found that all
aspects of role ﬁerformance in school-community relations, except for
public relations of school activities and fame, were of significant
difference at the .01 level.

4, All aspects of the role performance pertinent to school-
compunity relations as perceived by the subjects worked and/or lived
within the urban areas and outside the urban areas were at the
moderate level. When different aspects of the role performance were
considered separately, there was & significant difference at the .01
level in work planning of school-community relations and follow-ups/
assessment of the activities in school-community relatione. For the
aspect of support from the community, there was a significant difference
in the role performance qt the .05 level.

5. All aspects of the role performance pertinent to school~
community relations as perceived by the subjects under the Secondary
Education for Rural Development Project and those outside such project
were at the moderate level., However, there was no difference in the
role performance in all aspects.

Issvues and problems pertinent to the role performances of school-
community relations in secondary schools in Pattani identified by the
subjects as the top priority were that most secondary schools were
neither with clear work plans, nor with earnest operatione and personnel
spécifically responsgible for the tesks. And there was a lack of school

budgets and personnel in charge of the tasks., To solve such problems,

these secondary schools should be provided with clear and definite work
plans, sufficient budget allocation for the project, and personnel

must be assigned specifically to be in charge of the tasks., Furthermore,
after the implementation of each operational task assessments must be

conducted and reported.
