ABSTRACT

This research was intended to (1) investigate the
teaching preparation and use of the teacher-made lesson plans
in terms of (1.1) the states of preparing the lesson plan;
(1.2) the problems of the teachers’lesson plan writing of
its teaching materials, behavioral objectives, contents,
instructional activities, instructional media selection and
determination of the measurement and evaluation; (1.3) the
causes of problems in writing the lesson plan; (1.4) the
problems of using the teacher-made lesson plan; (2) fo investigate
the teaching preparation and use of the ready-made lesson plan in
terms of (2.1) the characteristics of the ready-made lesson plan;
(2.2) the problems of using the ready-made lesson plan. The
research samples were 290 Prathomsuksa One teachers in Changwat
Nakhon Si Thamwmarat of the academic year 1995. The data collection
was made through the use of questionnaires constructed by the
researcher. Data were then analyzed using percentage, arithmetic

mean, and standard deviation.
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The findings were as follows:
i. As for the teaching preparation and the use of the
teacher-made lesson plan, the resulis were as follows:
1.1 The findings for the states of the teacher’s
lesson plan preparation included the followings:

1.1.1 1In nost schoels, teaching outlines and
lesson plans were prepared weekly by each teacher; and they vere
supervised by the school administrators prior Lo using them every
veek.

1.1.2 For goneral information on lesson plan
preparation, most teachers prepared complete lesson plans for
all the teaching time following the format prescribed by the
Department of Educational Technique.

1.1.3 Details of the teacher-wade lesson plan
included the followings:

1.1.3.1 Activities leading to the lesson most
used by teachers for 5-10 minutes comprised the review of terminal
knowledge, current news or events and songs or stories.

1.1.3.2 Instructional activities most used by
teachers were explanation, group discussion and demonstration.

1.1.3.23 Lesson conclusion activities most used
by most teachers were exercises and having students as a group
nake a summary for teachers to write on the chalkboard.

1.1.3.4 Teaching materials nmost used by teachers
were realii (ie, real objects) and nbhject models.

1.1.8.5 Methods of measurement and evaluation
most used by teachers included tesits, performance observation, and

student’s work checking.
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1.2 As for problems of teachers’ writing of lesson plans,
teachers? overall and individual problems were found at a low level.
1.3 It was feound that Lhe causes of the problems in
lesson plan writing were largely derived from teachers’ lack of
knowledge and understanding in curriculum, students and
instructional medis.
1.4 No problems in using the teacher-made lesson plans
of most teachers were found.
2., As for the teaching preparation and use of the ready-made
lesson plan, the summary was as follows:
2.1 The characteristics of the ready-made lesson plan
included the following:
2.1.1 It was found that teachers did not prepare
any lesson plan since such lesson plans &s prescribed by the
Department of Educational Technique were readily available
from various sources.
2.1.2 The characteristics of the lesson plan used
by teachers were found as follows:
2.1.2.1 Activities leading to the lesson most
used by bteachers were largely the review of terminal knowledge.
2.1.2.2 Instructional activities mosl used by
teachers were explanatiocn and demonstration.
2.1.2.3 Lesson conclusion activities most used
by most teachers were exercises and having students as a group
nake a sumnary for teachers to write on the chalkboard.
2.1.2.4 Instructional media most used by

teachers were realii (ie, real objects) and object nodels.
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2.1.2.5 Methods of measurement and evaluation
nost used by teachers included tests, checking of student’s work,
and performance observation.
2.2 It was found that most teachers had no problems in

using the ready-made lesson plans.
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
