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Abstract

The purposes of this research were
threefold: (1) to investigate the basic component
readiness in the instructional management,
the compatibility between educational plan and
curriculum, and states of the instructional
management of elementary schools under the Expanding
Basic Education Project in Educaticnal Reglion I1;
(2) to compare educational problems of elementary
school teachers with difference in educational
attainment, training experience in the Expanding
Basic Education Project, academic subject training
and school size; and (3) to compare attitudes of
school administrators, lower secondary school
teachers and elementary school teachers toward
the Expanding Basic Education Project. The samples

in this study were 290 school administrators,
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lower secondary school teachers and elementary
school teachers under the Expanding Basic Education
Project in Educational Region II. For data
collection, a rating scale gquestionnaire and
attitude scale was used. Data analysis was
computed using percentage, arithmetic mean,
standard deviation, t-test and F-test. The
Scheffe’ test was also used for paired-variable
comparison.

The findings were as follows:

1. The overall basic component readiness
in the instructional management was found to be
at a low level, whereas the compatibility between
educational plan and curriculum, educational
performance of elementary school teachers
ags well as educaticnal problems were found to be
at a moderate level.

2. The results of problem comparison
analysis revealed that there was a significant
difference in the overall educational problems
between.elementary school teachers with
educational attainment difference at .05 level,
but no significant difference was found when
each problem was considered independently.
Likewise, there was no significant difference
in the educational problems, when considered

either cumulatively or independently, between
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elementary school teachers with difference In
training experience iIn the Expanding Basic
Education Project, academic subject training
and school size.
3. The resulis of the attitude analysis

indicated that there was a significant difference
in attitude toward the Expanding Basic Education
Project among school administrators, lowser secondary
school teachers and elementary school teachers at

.001 level. The results of the Scheffe’ test
revealed that there was a slgnificant difference
in attitude toward the Expanding Basic Educatiocn
Project between school administrators and elementary
school teachers at .05 level. Also, there was a
significant difference in attitude toward the
Expanding Basic Education Project between lower
secondary school teachers and elementary school

teachers at .001 level.
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
