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ABRSTRACT

The purposes of this research were fourfold:
(1) to investigate the level of the implementational
problems of Prathomsuksa I curriculum as viewed by
school administrators and teachers concerning 6
aspects: preparation of school staff, curriculum
comprehenzion, management of instructional activities,
instructional media, measurement and evaluation of
students’ learning, and supervision and follow;
(2) to compare school administrators’ and teachers’
views towards the implenentational problems of the
curriculum; (3) to compare teachers' views towards
the implementational problems of the curriculum as
differentiated in terms of donicile, educational
attainment, work experience and school size; and
(4) to collect problems and to suggest solutions fo
the existing implementational problems of the
curriculum.

A total of 377 subjectz drawn for this study
comprised 178 school administreators and 199 teschers
under the Office of Trang Provincial Primary Education
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in the academic year 1992. The instruments for datas
collection were checklist and five-step rating scale,
with reliability value .00 -.97, Statistics employed

in the datd analysis were percentage, arithmetic mean,
standard deviation, t-test, F-test and Tukey's HSD test.

The findings of the study were as follow:

1. Both the school administrator‘s and teachers
held a view towards the implementational problems of the
curriculum concerning 6 aspects at a medium level.

2. There was no significant difference in
viewing the implementational problems of the curriculum
for both the school administrators and teaching staffs.

3. There was no significant difference of the
implementational problems of the curriculum when all six
aspects viewed by the teachers with different domicile,
educational attainment, and school size.

4, Of all six aspects of the implementational
problems, management of instructional activities was
the only one found to be of significant. differencs
(P = 0.0119) between teachers who have 5-10 years of
experience and those who have more than 10 years of

experience.
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
