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Abstract

This research atmcd to smdy thc clicets of Lhu; mtegrated téai;;hing method on
Prathomsuksa Four sﬁt&ents’ reading comprciiensibﬁ and their attimde toward reading. The .
subjects were 60 Prathomsiksa Four students who were sﬂﬁying in the second semester of the
academic year 2002 ai Ban Hat Khai Tac School which was under the jurisdiction of Bangkaco
District Office of Primar.y'Educatio.u, Phatthahm.gd Province. The icxperﬁnental ressarch were
- randomized control group pretest posttest design. Thirty s‘a;xdents wera put in the experimental
Igroup, and the rest in fhe control group. Roth groups were tested before and affer the teaching. The.
students in the exparimental group were taught ﬁith. the in’regﬁted tzaching nﬁethor:l while thosa in
the control gronp wera taught with the traditional teacﬁiug method, The ingtronments used in the
study consisted of 12 IeSS(;n- plans for the e:;perimenta.l. gfour.),' 12 lesson .rﬂ_ans for the control
groalp, 2 30-item comprehension n:s;t with .0.-7 6.Ieliability, and a 3U-liem reading attimde iest with
(.31 reliability, The analysié of data Was_éa:ried out ﬁough arithmciic means, standard deviation
and -tesi.

The findings were as follows:
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1. The comprchension level of the students in-t'he.cxpcﬁmenltal group was statistically
higher aficr the teaching with the integrated teachipg'method than betore the teaching at the
- significance level of -OOI.I '

2. The comprchension level of the students in the cfmtrol group was étatisticaily higher
after the teaching with &e traditional teaching method than belore the teaching at the signiﬁcancé-
fevel of .001. |

3. The 'comprehénsion_ level of the smdents .who were faught with the integtrated
teaching method was siatistically highcr than that of the students who were taught with the
traditional method at the sigmificance level of .061 .

4. Afier the usc of ifferent t.eaciling-a.'nethnds, it was also fonnd ,tilat the students tanght
with the integrated teéchiﬂg mélhod had a nore positi"m a’rt:itud; lowérd reading than those taught

with the traditional teaching method, Their attitudes differed si'gﬁiﬁc’antly at the .001 fevel, '
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
