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Abstract

This research was intended ( 1) to study and compare the role of teachers
who taught different grade levels and experience areas in authentic assessment
concerning lesson planning for authentic assessment, authentic instructional
activities, authentic assessment criteria setting and using a portfolio for
assessment and instructional development. (2) to gather suggesstions about the
teachers’ role in authentic assessment in primary school in changwat pattani.

The subjects were 342 Prathomsuksa 1-6 teachers from the primary
schools under the Office of Pattani Primary Education during the 2000
academic year. The instrument for data collection was a rating-scale
questionnaire constructed by the researcher of which the reliability was .9778.
The analysis was performed based on frequencies, percentages, arithmetic
means, standard deviation, the t-test and the F-test.

The findings were as follows:

1. The teachers’ role in authentic assessment concerning lesson planning
for authentic assessment, authentic instructional activities, authentic assessment
criteria setting and using a portfolio for assessment and instructional
development was moderate, both overall and in each aspect.

2. There was no significant difference in the role in authentic assessment



concerning all four aspects of the teachers who taught different grade levels in
primary schools in Pattani.
3. There was no significant difference in the role in authentic assessment

Concerning all four aspects of the teachers who taught different experience

areas
in primary schools in Pattani.

4. The suggestions about the teacher’s role in authentic assessment in the
primary schools in Changwat Pattani were that:

In planning lessons for authentic assessment, the teachers should
write various integrated plans agreeable to local and daily ways of life. They
should also create a post-teaching record for instructional improvement.

For authentic instructional activities, the teachers should be aware
of the students’ potential and provide moral and ethical activities suitable for their age
and maturity.

For authentic assessment criteria setting, the teachers should
consider the students’ learning potential. The criteria must be appropriate to the
method of assessment stating in the lesson plan.

For using a portfolio in assessment and instructional development,
the teachers should specify the time for related assessors to perform the
assessment. The students’ development should be assessed from every piece of

their work.
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
