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Abstract

This research was intended (1) fo study states and problems in performance on
educational quality assurance according to educational standﬁrds of primary schools under
affiliation of Pattani education regional office received external assessment in academic year 2003
as perceived by administrators and teacher (2) to compare states and problems in performance on
educational quality assurance according to educational standards as perceived by administrators
and teacher of different positions in small school size and middle school size (3) to obtain
suggestions for perfonmance on educational quality assurance according to educational standards .

The sample of this research consisted of 67 school administrators and 266 teachers.
The instruments used in collecting data were a questiommaire of 89 items based on Likert’s five-
rating scales. Percentage, arithmetic mend, means, standard deviation, and one-way analysis of
variance (ANOVA) were used for the data analysis.

The findings were as follows:

1. The states of edﬁcational quality assurance performance, according to educational
standards of primary schools under affiliation of Pattani education regional office received external
assessment in acadentic year 2003, in overall and in each aspect were high; whereas the problems
of the performance in overall and in each aspect were low.

2, The states of educational quality assurance performance, according to educational
standards of primary schools under affiliation of Pattani education regionat office received external
assessment in academic year 2003, as perceived by the school personnet with different positions in ,
overall were significantly different at .01 level, and when considering each aspect it was found that



in learners aspect and input aspect were significantly different at .01 level as well, While in the
process aspect, it was significantly different at .05 level, by which the administrator’s perception
towards the performance was higher than the teachers. Whereas the states of the performance as
perceived by the administrators and teacher working in small school size and middie school size,
in overall and in each aspect were not different.

3. The problems of educational quality assurance performance, according to educational
standards of primary schools under affiliation Qf Pattani education regional office received external
assessment in academic year 2003, as perceived by the administrators and teacher with different
positions in overall and in each aspect were not different. While the problems of the performance
as perceived by administrators and teacher in small school size and middle school size , in overall -
were significantly different at .05 level; whereas when considering each aspect separately, there
was significantly different at .05 and .01 level in the process aspect and in the input aspect
accordingly by the small school size had many problems than middle school size. but there was no
different in learner aspect.

4. The suggestions in educational quality assurance performance, according to
educational standards of primary schools under affiliation of Pattani education regional office
received external assessment in academic year 2003, in each aspect were as follows:

Learner aspe& ~ Student should be inculcated sympathy, kindness and sacrifice
oneself for others.

Process aspect — The meeting of concerning people should be arranged in order to
study the problems and setting the vision for making school charter for the sake of receiving
educational quality assurance both internally and externally.

Input aspect - The school administrators should have leadership characteristic, good
vision and be good modet for others.
