Abasatract

This research was intended to investigate the state of environmental
conservation and development performances of pimary schools, based on the perception
of the school administrators and teachers under the Office of Trang Provincial Primary
Education. Five areas of environmental conservation and development performances of
primary sohools included in this study were personnel suppdrt and deveiopment, building
and ground development, leaming and teaching activity manegement, leading and
co-opereting with community, and ao-ordinating with other orgenizetions. The samples
for this study consisted of 124 achool administrators end 124 environmental project
teachers. For data collecting, questionaires were used, comprising three parts (1)
respondents’ background informeation. {2} ‘rating scale relating to the state of
environme}\tai conservation and development performances of primary sohools, and
(3] problems and auggeations of environmental conservation and developrnent
performances of primary schools. Percentage, arithmetio mean, standard deviation, t-test,
Ftest and multiple comparisons were wsed in date analysis.

The resesrch fidings were as follows °

1. As psreeived by the school administrators and teachers under the Office
of Trang Provirigial Primgry Education, the state of enwironmental oonse;rvation and

development performences of primary schools was found to be of a moderate level.

2. The schoo! administrators and teachers did not percéive the state
of environmental conservation and developrnent performances of primary schools _
differently.

3. The school administrators and teashers with different work: experiences
and school aress did net perceive the state of envircnmental sonservation and
deveiopment perforrnances of primary schools differently.

4. The school administrators and teachers working in different school sizes
pereeived the state of environmental conservation and development performances of
primary schools differenty at .01 significant level.

The crugial problems pertaining 10 the state of erwironmental conservation
and developrment performences of primary schools included the foliowings : lack of
school budgets, materials, medias on environmental subject matters, lack of teachers
with environmental knowledge and training, and lack of teachers involving in
erwironmental activities and having time to co-ordinate with other organizations.

And worst yet, people in communities were unwiliing to get involved end were unaware
of environmental significances.

Suggestions for improvement of such perfermances were as follows :
the govemment should allosate school budget for these purposes, and should train
a sufficient number of teachers in this area for primary schools. The Office of Primary
Eduoation st all locsl levels should organize training workshops and serninars on
environments for school administrators and teachers. Environmental oganizations should
disseminate relevant information and doocuments on environment issues to primary
schools. Primary sohoois should organim-meeﬁngs and training sessions on
environments for people in cormunities, #nd should cc-orporate more dlossly with other
~ organizationa. Finaly, all concermed agencies and organizations at alf levels should carry

out a continuing monitoring and evaluation of environmenta! activities.
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
