The instruments were six sets of wﬁrd bockisets & =2
different s=t for eaph of fhe six different treatments and a 30-item,

multiple~cheoice, achisvement test of new-word meanings which was

developed by the researcher. Two weeks afrter the pretest,

the subjects were treated with the experiment and were immediately
posttaested with the same achisvement test of new-word meanings.
Tﬁé analysis of covariance for factorial experiment {ANCOVA) 3x2
{context sentence x repeatad ﬁresentation method) was applied ta

analyze the data.

The results of the ressarch wsre as follows :

1. The students treated with three context sentences, with
one context sentence,; and with no context senkence did not achisve
any different scores in the achievement test of new-word meanings.

2. The students treated with spaced repetiticn method scorsed
higher on the achiesvement test of new-word meanings than those treated
with the massed repetition method.

3. There was no interaction between context sentences and

repeated presentation methods.
