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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to investigate
the effeets of presentation methods on acquisition of words
neaning of Prathonmsuksa four students with different sexes.
The research was also intended to study interaction betuween
two variables : students’ sexes and presentatien methods.
Fresent.ation methods comprised four types : relevant
meaning example, contrast meaning example, illustralion meaning
example and definition meaning exanple. The subjects were 96 male
and 58 fewale prathomsuksa 7V studenks of acadenic year 1394
under the 0ffice of Pattani Provineial Primary Education. The
students with each sex were randemly assigned into eighl groups.
The -apparatus for the research composed of (1) a 75 - item test of
word meanipg, (23 the booklets for presentation in the

The research results were as follows :

1. There was no interaction between the presentation
methods and sexes.

2. There was no significant difference in the word
neaning scores among the subiects treated with relsvant
neaning example, contrast weaning example, illustrations

meaning examplie and definition meaning example.
