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ABSTRACT

The purpcses of this research were to find cut the effect
of the presgentation methods on word learning and retention of
pupils and the interactions between the pupils"sex and presentation
methods. The samples under study consisted of 128 Pratom ITI pupils
of the academic year 1986 in the elementary schools in Yala, Pattani
and Naratiwat Provinces. In the first experiment, the pupils learned
by two different presentation methods : learning words through
picture presentation and learning word through their definition,
After cne week, two weeks and four wecks, the pupils were tesgted
on their word retention. The collected data in the factorial
experiment (sexes x presentation methods) were analyzed through
the application of ANQOVA 2x2 and the collected data in the retention

scores were andlyzed through the application of the ANOVA 2x3.



The results revealed that

1. Pupils learning words through picture presentation
needed fewer trials to meet the criterion than those pupils learning
words through definitions.

2. Pupils learning words through picture presentation had
more retention than those pupils learning words through definitions.
The scores of both groups dropped after four weeks, and the scores
of those pupils learning words through definitions dropped more than
those.of the other group.

3. The female pupils needed fewer trials to meet the cri;érion
than the male pupils.

4. The female pupils had more retentions than the male pupils,
but the scores of both groups dropped after four weeks.

5. There was no interaction between the sexes of the
pupils and the presentation methods as shown by the number of the
trials. |

6. There was no interaction between the sexes of the pupils

arnd the presentation methods as shown by retention scores.
