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Abstract

This research was intended to investigate the influences
of teaching methods upon the creativity of boyscouts with
different educational achievements and parents' occupations.
The interaction among three variables ; namely, teaching
methads, educational achievements and parents' occupations
were being considered.

The total samples were 180 senior boyscouts who were
studying in Mathayomsuksa 2 in the second semester of the 1993
academic year from the secondary schools under the supervision
of the Department of General Education in Changwat Yala were
selected for the study. The total samples were of two groups 3
one group consisting of 90 senior boyscouts with high
educational achievements and the other consisting of 90
senior boyscouts with low educational achievements. Each
groups of boyscouts with same educational achievement was

then randomly divided into 3 subgroups,each of which congsists
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of 30 boyscouts. All these subjects were then treated with
threé teaching methods : scouts activity-method, inguiry-
method and lecture-method. A completely randomized factorial
analysis of 3 x 2 x 9 (teaching methods x educational
achievements x parents' occupations) were used in data
analysis.

The research findings were as follows :

1. There was no interaction among the teaching methods,
educational achievements and parents' occupations that
affect the creativity of senior boyscouts under the stydy.

2. After had been treated with three teaching methods :
scouts' activity-method, inquirv-method and lecture—-method,
senior boyscouts with high educational achievement and
those with low educational achievement were found not to
differ in their creativity. |

3. After had been treated with three teaching methods
mentioned above,senior boyscouts whose parents have different
occupations were found not to differ in their creativity.

4. Senior boyscouts with high educational achievement,
low educational achievements, and parents of different
occupations were found to differ in their creativity.
(There was an interaction between educational achievement

and parents' occupation). The findings were expressed as:
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4,1 The creativity of the senior boyscouts with
high educational achievement and parents’ occupation with
financing, insurance, real estate and business was the
highest by comparison with the other senior boyscouts with
high educational achievement and those with low educational
achievement whose parents have different occupation in 7
branches,as follows:The occupation with agriculture,hunting,
forestry and fishing, the occupation with electricity, gas,
water works and supply, the occupation with construction,
the occupation with wholesale, retail trade, restaurants
and hotels, the occupation with transport, storage and
copmunication, the occupation with financing, insurance,
real estate and busiﬁess, the occupation with community,
social and pe;sonal services,

4.2 The creativity of the senior boyscouts with
low educational achievement and parents’ occupation with
transport, storage and communication was higher than the
other senior boyscouts by comparison with the other senior
boyscouts with high educational achievement and those with
low educational achievement whose parents have different
occupation in 7 branches, as follows : The occupation with
agriculture, hunting, forestry and fishing,the occupation
with electricity, gas and water works and supply, the
occupation with construction,the occupation with wholesale,
retail trade, restaurants and hotels, the occupation with

transport, storage, and communication,the occupation with
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financing, insurance, real estate and business, accept senior
boyscouts with high educational and parents® occupation with
financing, insurance, real estate and business.

5. Senior boyscouts who have been treated with three
teaching menthods mentioned above were found not to differ
in their creativiy.

6. Senior boyscouts with high educational achievement
and those with low educational achievements were found to
differ in their creativity.

7. Senior boyscouts whose parents have different
cccupations were found to differ in their creativity. The
findings were expressed as:

7.1 The creativity of senior boyscouts whose parents’
occupations are with financing, insurance, real estate and
business was the highest by compairison with senior
boyscouts whose parents have different occupations in 6
branches, as follows : The occupation with agriculture,
hunting,forestry and fishing,the occupation with electricity,
gas water works and supply, the occupation with construction,
the occupation with wholesale, retail trade, restaurants
and hotels, the occupation with transport, storage and

communication, the occupation with community, social and

personal services,
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7.2 The creativity of senior boyscouts whose
parents’ occupation with electricity, gas and water works
and supply was higher than that of senior boyscouts whose
parents have different occupations in 5 branches, as follows
: The occupation with agriculture, hunting, forestry and
fishing, the occupation with construction, the occupation
with wholesale, retail trade, restaurants and hotels, the
occupation with transport, storage and communication, the

occupation with community, social and personal services.
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
