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Bhestract

The purpeses of this research were to investigate the effects of
different reading skill practices ‘and informative feedbacks oﬁ reading
comprehension of pratom suksa-five students.speaking Malay as their
first language and the interaction between reading skill practices and
informative feedbacks., There were two reading-skill practices : story
reading and writing story seguences, story reading and answering
qgestions; three informative éeedbacks were : immediate informative
feedback, delayed informative feedback, and no informative feedback.
The subjects were 180 pratom suksa-five students from 5 middle-sized
elementary schools where over 50 percent of their students were
‘speaking Malay as their first language during the second semester of
1988. There were & treatment groups, and each was randdmly assigned
30 subjects., The instiruments were the followings : (i) nine short

stories for reading skill practices, (ii) twelve open-ended guestions

for each story read, (iii) nine sheets of blank paper for story sequence
writing; and (iv) a 4-multiple-choice test for story reading comprehension.
In the.procedure, the tasks for the first three treatment groups 1, 2

and 3 were to read each Stof& and subsequently write story seguences
followed by immediste informative, delayed informative; and no
informative feedbackgs respectively. For the.second three treatment groups
4, 5 and &, their tasks were to read each story and answer comprehension
questions followed by the same treatments as in the first three groups.
The treatment time for each group was one hour long cach day for 2 days.
On the tenth day for one hour, all subjects tock a reading comprehensicn
test with 36 multiple-choice questions. The scores obtained were
analyzed through the statistical procedure of ANOVA 3x2 completely

randomized factorial design (informative feedbacks % reading skill

practices),

The results were as follows :

1. Thé students who read stories and answered the questions
scored significantly higher than those who read stories and did sequence
writing at the .05 level.

2. There was no significant difference between .the students.
with the immediate informative feedbacks and those without informative
feedbacks,

3. The students with delayed informative feedbacks scored
significantly higher than those without infermative feedbacks at the

.05 level.
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4. -Thére was no significant difference between the students
with immediate informative feedbacké and those with delayed informative
feedbacks.

5. There was no interaction betwéen the reading skill practices

and the informative feedbacks.
