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Abstract

The purposes of this rescarch were to mvestigate the effects of peer miforing and
reinforcement method on sclf-esteem and social studies achievement of Mattayomsuksa two
sindents and the interaction effects between pecr tutering and reinforcement method . The (wo
methods of tcachiﬁg consisted of pesr tutoring by rotating tulor and traditional peer witoring. The
twa reinivreement methods vonsisted teacher reinforcernent and student reinforcement.

The subjects for this stidy comprised 160 Mattayomsuksa lwo students in the first
.semcster of the academic year 2084 and were randomly selected from Mahajiravudh school
in Songkhla Province. These subjecls were randomly assigned inte four equal groups of 44
students. The apparatuses for the research consisted of 1) peer tutoring by rotating tutor lesson
plans 7} fraditional peer tutoring lesson plans 3} 1 58-item self-esteem inventory with reliability
coefficient of .92 4) a 30-item sacial studies achievemcnt test with reliability cocfficient of .79, |
The groups had been treated 6 times, 60minutes for two weeks in the expcriment. After the
cxperiment, all subjccts immediately ook the scif-esteem inventory and social studies
achievement test. Obtained data were analyzed hy using Completely Randomized Factorial
Design in 2x2 Mode! {ieaching methods x reinforcement methods)

The research findings were as follows:

1. Peer tuioring by rotating tulor had higher effects on self-esicem than traditional peer
lutoring at .01 Ievel of significance.

2. Teacher reinforcement and student reinforcement did not show any significance
diflerent on seif-esteem.

3. There were interaction effcets between teaching methods and reinforcernent methods

on self~estecem at .01 level significance as follow -



3.1 Peer tutoring by rotating tutor with teacher reinforcement had higher
effecls on self-esteem than traditional peer tutoring with teacher reinforcement at Ollevel of
significance.

32 Peer tutoring by ratating futor with smdent reinforcement had higher
effcets on self-esteem than traditional peer tutoring with student reinforcement at .01level of
significance.

4, Peer tuinting by rotating tutor had higher effecis on social studies achievermnent than
traditional peer tutoring method at .05 level of significance,

5. Teacher reinforcement and student reinforcement did not show any significance
different on social studies achievement,

6. There was noe interaction between feaching methods and reinforcement meathods on

so¢ial studies achievement.
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
