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ABSTRACT

The purposes of the research were to investigate
the effects of Lhe text presentation methods on listaening
comprehension of students with different levels of English
listening comprehension and intersction effects hetween
levels of English listening comprehension and text
presentation metheds. Studentis with different levels
of English listening comprehension were of three levels :
students with high, medium and low English listening
comprehension., Four methods of text presentation were
enployed in the experiment, namely video, picture-
concurrent, passage-summary-advance, and tape-cassettle
presentation methods. The subjects were 360 Mathayom
Suksa Three students of academic year 1991 from
Kanarajsadonbumrung in Changwat Yala.. The subiectz were
randomly assigned into 12 treatment groups with 80 students
in each group. The instruments were four parts of English
stories and a set of English listening comprehensien test
consisting of 27 multiple-choice items. Students in each

group received only one treatment and took the English



listening comprehension test after the treatment. The
scores obtalned were analyrzed by using ANOVA 3x4 unmplgtely'
randomized factorial fixed model (levels of English
listening comprehension x text presentation metheds).

The results of the research were as follows :

1. There was a statistically significant
difference at the .01 level among text presentation
methods on the English listening comprehension scores.
The students using video scored higher than those using
picture concurrent, those using tape cassette and those
using passadge supmary advance at Lhe .01 level of
significance. The students using picture concurrent scored
higher than those using tape cassette and Lhose using
passage summary advance al the .01 level of significance.
However, the students using tape cassette did nol score
differently from those using passage summary advance.

2. The students with high English listening
comprehension scored higher on the English listening
comprehension test than those with mediﬁm and low English
listening cowprehensicn at the .01 level of significance.
The students wilth medium English listening comprehension
scored higher on the English listening comprehension test
than those with low English listening comprehension at
Lhe .01 Jevel of =ignificance.

3. There was no interaction effect between text
presentation methods and the levels of English listening
comprehension.

In oder to effectively put the research results
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into practice at a Mathayomsuksa Three level as indicated
in the research finding above, it might he implied that
students treated with video and wicture concurrent received

better scores on the English listening comprehension test.
