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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to investigate the effects of Reciprocal Teaching and
Reinforcement Methods on Malay Reading Comprehension of Mutawasit 3, as well as, the
interaction between these two variables, Two methods of teaching were Reciprocal Teaching and
Traditional Teaching. There were two reinforcement methods : Contineous Reinforcement and
Intermittent Reinforcement. The samples under studying comprised 100 of the third Mutawasit
students in the second semester of the academic year 2002 from the Pattana Islam Vittaya School
in Yala province. These subjects were randomly assigned into four groups of treatment, 25
students each. The instruments for the research consisted of 1) eight  reading passages
2) twenty lesson plans for reciprocal teaching method 3) twenty lesson plan for traditional
teaching method 4) a thirty-item of multiple-choice test of Malay reading comprehension with the
degree of difficulty .28-.76 . And the discrimination power of .20-.50 and .72 reliability. The
experiment was performed 8 times for each group, 50 minutes in each. After the experiment, they
were tested 50 minutes by Malay reading comprehension test. The analysis of variance of
complete randomized factorial experiment design ( Fixed Model ) (2x2) ( teaching and
reinforcement methods ) were employed for data analysis

The result indicated that :

1. The students who were taught by reciprocal teaching scored higher than those taught
by traditional teaching.

2. The students who received in the intermittent reinforcement method groups scored
higher than those of the contineous reinforcement method groups

3. There was no interaction between the teaching methods and the reinforcement methods
