Abstraci

The purpose of this study was to develop a students’ ethics inventory according
to the basic educational curriculum for students in the first level of secondary education
in the four Southern border provinces. The inventory aspects were sense of
unselfishness, honssty, compassion, responsibility, and self-discipline. The subjccts of
this research were 1,829 students of the first level of secondary education who were
cnrelled in the first semester of the academic year 2003 &t the schocls in the
educational area ol the four Southem border provinces. They were chosen threugh
multi-stage random sampling.

The development process had 4 slages. The first was to develop Cohstruct
validity by using experts’ rating. The secend was to analyze and imgprove the item
quzlities by testing with 114 subjects. The third was to determine the Alpha coeflicients
of the test by tesiing with 100 students. The reliability coefiicients of the overalil
inventory was 0.93 and that of each aspect namely unselfishness, honcsty, compassion,
respansibility, and self-discipline were 0.65, 0.81, 0.81, 0.85, and 0.76, respectively.
The consiruct validity of each aspect of the inventory was also determined by using
known group techniques. Every aspect of the inventory could significantly differentiate
the students who had high and low ethics at .01 to .001 levels. The fourth stage was to
detormine descriptive statistics and to develop the norms of the inventory by testing
with 1,615 students of Malthayomsuksa 1, 2, and 3. The average scores of the overall

inventory were 124,87, 126.92. and 115.18, respectively. This finding showed that
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students of different class levels had a similar level of ethics . Finally, percentile and

T-score were used to develop grade norms for the inveniory.
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
