Abstract

The purposes of this descriptive study were to compare and evaluate the
expectations and actual palliative care as perceived by caregivers of terminally ill AIDS
patients. Sixty four caregivers of hospitalized terminally ill AIDS patients from Songkhla
public hospitals, were interviewed. The results by Cronbach’s alpha reliabilities of the
expectations and actual palliative care questionnaire were .96 and .94 respectively. The
data was analyzed using percentage, mean, standard deviation, and paired t- test.

The results were as follows:

1. The mean score of expectations of palliative care was at a moderate level.

The highest expectation was on the psychological aspect while expectation on physical,
spiritual, and socioeconomic aspect were slightly decreased respectively.

2. The mean score of actual palliative care was at a moderate level. The
highest expectation was on the spiritual aspect while actual palliative care on
psychological, physical, and socioeconomic aspect were slightly decreased
respectively.

3. The compared mean score of expectations and of actual palliative care as

a whole and in each part was significantly different (p < .05) except a spiritual aspect.

The findings revealed the expectations of palliative care, especially physical,
psychological, and socioeconomic aspect were higher than actual palliative care as
perceived by caregivers of terminally ill AIDS patients. Therefore health care providers

need to improve the quality of holistic palliative care for terminally ill AIDS patients.
