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Abstract

This research aimed to: 1) study the needs in continuing study
of Mathayomsuksa Three students in Narathiwat Province 2) to
compare the needs in continuing study of Mathayomsuksa Three
students in Narathiwat Province, classified by gender, grade point
average, occupation of the students’ parents, family income, the type of
schools in continuing study. The Sample was 384 Mathayomsuksa
Three students. The tool for data collection was rating scale
questionnaire using Likert Scale. The statistics were based on
percentage, mean, T test (t-test) and F test (F-test). The findings were as

follows:

1. The needs in continuing study of Mathayomsuksa Three
students in Narathiwat Province were overall and specifically at the
high level.

2. The needs in continuing study of students who were
differentiated by sex and grade point average were overall and
specifically different with statistically significant at the .05 level while
students who were differences in parents' occupation, family income
and the type of schools in continuing study were overall and

specifically not significantly different.
